The father, Smithland Chamber, 
weighs 130 pounds, and his wife only 112, but a 
six-year-old daughter weighs 230 pounds. The 
latter is as tall as other girls of her age, but measures 
eighty-four inches about the waist. A son died 
when about five years old weighing 200 pounds, and 
some younger members of the family are growing 
fat rapidly.

Our relations with foreign countries are paaceful. 
Regarding the Fortune Bay Claim, the Pm sor 
says within a few weeks he has received a communi - 
cation from Her Majesty's Government renewing 
the consideration of the subject, both of the indem- 
nity for the injuries at Fortune Bay and of the in- 
terpretation of the treaty in which the previous 
correspondence had shown the two Governments to 
be at variance upon both those topics. The dispo- 
sition toward a friendly agreement is manifested 
by a recognition of our right to an indemnity for 
transactions at Fortune Bay. Financial Affairs are 
regarded by the President as in a satisfactory con- 
dition. The President asks Congress to pass an 
Act authorizing the appointment of Gen. Grant as 
Captain-General of the army, the rank to be legally 
provided, and thinks such an act would receive the 
country’s approval,
