KNOW. 

That a little ginger put into sausage meat im 
proves the flavour, 

That salt fish are quickest and best freshened by 
saking in sour milk,

dipped in cold water. 

That tumblers that Lave had milk in them should 
never be put in hot water. 
That clear boiling water will remove ink and 

other stains from white cloth, 
That fish riay be scaled much easier by dipping 

in boiling water about a minute. 
That cold rain water and soda will remove ma- 

chine grease from washable fabrics. 
That oil-cloth should be cleaned with milk and 

water ; a brush and soap will ruin them 
That if your coal fice is low, a tablespoonful of 

salt thrown on it will help it very much, 
That a teaspoonful of turpentine boiled with your 

white clothes will aid the w hitening process. 
That a spoonful of stewed tomatoes in the gravy 

of either roasted or fried meat is an improvement, 
That fresh meat, after begining to sour, will 

sweeten if placed out of doors in the cool air over 
night. 

That kerosene will soften boots or shoes which 
have been hardened by water, and render them as 
pliable as new. 

That milk which is turned or changed may be 
sweetened and rendered fit for use again by stir- 
ring in a little soda, 

That fish may as well be scaled, if desired, be- 
fore packing them down in salt, though in that case 
do not scald them. 

That in boiling meat for soup, cold water should 
be used to extract the juices. If the meat is wanted 
for itself alone, plunge into boiling water at once. 

That kerosene will make tin tea-kettles as bright 
4s new. Saturate with a woollen rag, and rub with 
it. It will also remove stains from varnished fur- 
niture. 

That blue ointment and kerosene, mixed in equal 
proportion, and applied to bed-steads, is an unfail- 
ing bed-bug remedy ; and that a coat of whitewash 
is ditto for wooden walls,

Dirkorions ror Freezing lok Creay. —To make 
ive cream nicely and quickly, a suitable apparatus 
is indispensable. If one has no freezer, a tin pail 
with a closely-fitting cover can be made to answer, 
Set the pail in a basket—a large peach basket is 

broken ice around the pail, nearly up to the rim ; 
pour the prepared cream into the pail, taking care 
not to get any salt into it ; cover the whole with 
flannel and leave for twenty minutes, that the 
cream way chill. Freeze by turning the pail half- 
way around and back, and every few minutes open 
the pail and stir the cream ; for this purpose use a 
smooth stick. Work fast while the pail is open, as 
the air that reaches the cream delays the freezing 
process. Have a damp napkin at hand to wipe 
away the salt from the freezer every time it is open- 
ed. It may be necessary to renew the ice and salt 
while shaking, as the freezing mixture must be kept 
close to the sides of the pail. When the cream be- 
comes solid, cover again with flannel, and if con- 
venient, let it stand for an hour before serving,
