«+++ The Governor General has returned from 
his tour through the North West. He was greatly 
pleased with what he saw, and does not hesitate to 
declare that the country is all that its warmest 
friends have claimed for it, and that it must have 4 
great future. Rev. Dr. McGregor, of Edinburgh, 
a divine of celebrity, accompanied the Marquis, and 
he also is loud in praise of Canada's magnificent 
and fertile prairies. He wonders that the truth 
concerning the advantages of Canada have not been 
made more widely known in Britain. 

«+++ An examination of McMillan's Almanac for 
1862 reveals the fact that its compilers had no 
knowledge of the existence of a Free Baptist De- 
nomination in this Province—a denomination that 
numbers but little, if any, leas than 60,000 people. 
The Congregationalists also ave unknown. If the 
existence of these Christian bodies was known to 
the compilers why were they ignored! The other 
denominations are mentioned, and many interesting 
details of their organizations given. An explanation 
is in order. 

+++» The Marquis of Lorne is to start for England 
to-morrow (Saturday). He will be absent a couple 
of months, Concerning his future there are con- 
trudictory rumours. A London correspondent of 
the Toronto Globe states, on the strength of what 
he calls *“ a well founded rumour,” that the Mar- 
quis will not serve his full term as Governor Gen- 
eral of Canada, but will be raised to the Peerage 
and take his seat in the House of Lords. The 
rumour goes so far as to mention the names of gen- 
tlemen—one of whom may possibly succeed him— 
his brother-in-law, the Duke of Connaught, being 
one of them. On the other hand it is stated, on what 

+. In Quebec the priests have always taken a 
very active part in political matters. There has 
frequently been a great abuse of priestly authority. 
An agitation was begun with a view to change the 
law which recognized undue clerical influence 
amougst the things which invalidate elections. The 
matter was brought to the attention of the Pope, 
and he has caused a communication to be sent 
to the Archbishop of Quebec which puts a 
check on the electioneering performances of the 

‘| priests. Bishops and priests are forbidden to use 
undue influence and are counselled to be very care- 
ful about actually participating in political affairs. 
Probably the effect of the Pope's deliverance will 
be good. It is to be hoped it may be. Now there 
is one other thing ‘‘ the holy father’ might do. 
He might put a little check on Mr. Anglin the 
favourite son of the Church in this Province, just 
enough to prevent him making political harangues 
on the Sabbath. Surely he could stop him if he 
would try. We are afraid, though, nobody will tell 
the Pope about his bad boy. 

.+..1t is stated that a gigantic scheme for the 
promotion of Romanism in Great Britain is on foot. 
A London correspondent of a Liverpool paper 
claims to have received information of it from re- 
liable authority. According to the account given 
by him the movement has been carefully organized 
by a few active members of the Roman Catholic 
community, whose pregramme opens with a propo- 
sal for raising three millions sterling for prosely- 
tizing purposes throughout the Jand ; and large as 
the sum may seem, it is said the promoters already 
see their way to a third of the amount. One im- 
portant item in their plan is the organizing of a 
system of Roman Catholic candidature for the next 
general election, all shades of political opinions 
being duly provided for, and the remaining details 
of the scheme are said to be arranged on the same 
bold and comprehensive scale. Of course, the mat: 
ter will be kept as quiet as may be, so far as out- 
siders are concerned, and it is therefore impossible 
to say to what extent these statements are to be 
depended upon ; but in any case it is obvious that 
the utmost watchfulness is called for on the part of 
all true Churchmen, and that with such an active 
enemy outside the camp there is the greater need 
that all should be right within the borders. 

+++ .Conkling is dead— politically. Beaten in his 
frantic effort to get back into the Senate after he 
had resigned his seat to spite and as he thought 
Rain a victory over Garfield, he was not satisfied. 
He next sought to recover what he had lost by 
attempting to control the Republican Convention 
of New York State for the nomination of State 
officers ; but in this he was badly beaten— beaten 
even in his own district. He deserves it all—the 
defeat, the humiliation, the being forced into ob- 
scurity ; more too if it were possible to inflict it,- 
for but for him it is not probable Garfield would 
have fallen by the assassin’s ball. Prof. Storrs, in 
the Independent well says : 

History offers few sharper contrasts than that of 
the relative positions in i esteem of James A. 
Garfield and Roscoe Conkling one year ago and to- 
day. Then the latter would have scorned the idea 
of any equality even between the two in this re- 
spect. * * * But to-day even the igantic 
conceit of Mr. Conkling himself can hardly disguise 
from him either his own tremendous fall in public 
esteem or the still more rapid elevation of his com- 
petitor. From the day on which Garfield was 
nominated he has steadily and evidently risen in 
the popular esteem, winning to himself more and 
more unreservedly the respect and the affection of 
the entire nation, until, finally, by a most myste- 
rious, yet for himself personally a most merciful 
Providence, he has been suddenly lifted up and set 
for the ages upon a pedestal of national love and 
admiration such as only two Americans have in all 
our uational history as yet attained. Wonderful, 
indeed ! Wonderful beyond all parallel in this 
sudden and sublime elevation of this man of the 
people to become thus, as his own favorite poet 
expresses it : 

"The pillar of a people's hope, 
The center ot a world’s desire.” 

So that 
“ While the races of mankind endure, 

His great example still shall stand 
Colossal —seen in every land, 

To keep the soldier firm, the statesman pure.” 
But where, meanwhile, 18 Roscoe Conkling 1 

Alive, 10 be sure, and so with bare possibilities of 
yet retrieving some of his vanished and valueless 
successes. But did ever his even worst enemy 
imagine for him a more complete collapse of human 
admiration or affection? Who now is there so 
poor to do him reverence in any true meaning of 
the word | Or what page of human history will be 80 dull and barren in the future as to afford room 
upon it for even the briefest record of either the 
royal rule or the mad ruin of this strutting Cesar 
of only one year ago! No. He has passed, and 
he shall still pass urwept and unsung to a near and 
an utter night of human forgetfulness. 

But the point in this marvellous and striking 
contrast which is full of significence and worthy of 
special note by those beginning life is, *‘ that it is 
throughout only a revelation and a ripening of 
seed-forces which were all the time aud for long 
years before within the two men themselves and a 
part of their very being. 

It is no arbitrary fist of Providence which has 
wrought the changes. Still less is it any blind hap- 
pening of chance. It is simply the legitimate and 
necessary fruitage of moral forces within the two 
men themselves, 

Conkling reaps only the natural result of that 
selfish, superficial, imperious character which his 
whole past career has evidenced ; while the courage, 
courtesy, and moral heroism of Garfield are not to 
be thought of as having either conquered fate or 
conciliated Providence. These and all his other rare 
qualities and endowments have simply flowered into 
that consummate character which, watered now by 
& nation's tears, shall bloom in immortal beauty 
and fragrance.

IRELAND. 
The British Government did not arrest Parnell a 

day too soon. They would have been justified in 
locking him up long ago. It is probable, however, 
that their forbearance was wise ; they cannot now 
be charged by any reasonable person with having 
acted hastily. That the Government has shown a 
disposition 10 meet every reasonable demand of the 
Irish people is admitted by almost everybody ex- 
cept Parnell and his fellow agitators, the ignorant 
and excitable peasants whom they can influence, 
and the chrouic haters of everything British. 
Parnell and the other managers of the Land League 
seem to have been enraged because Gladstone so 
well met the real difficulty in his great Irish Land 
Bill. Unwilling to relinquish their hold on the 
people and the management of the League and its 
funds they have set themselves to keep the people 
excited and have incited to resistance of law, even 
to violence. The forbearance of the Government 
80 emboldened them that they ceased to exercise 
even the smallest caution in their utterances. Of 
course the arrest caused great excitement, and it is 
not surprising that there have been loud threats 
sud rioting. It is quite evident, however, that 
the Government is fully determined to deal with 
the leaders as they deserve. The people are to be 
pitied as much as blamed. For their sake let us 
hope that Parnell and his fellows will receive the 
treatment treason merits.

CONFERENCE NOTES, 
Many things occupied the attention of Confer- 

ence besides those recorded in the official report, 
the substance of which we published last week. ' 
On Saturday evening the Sabbath School Asso- 

ciation held its annual meeting. The President, 
Rev. G. W. McDonald, occupied the chair, After 
singing by the choir, prayer was offered by Rev. J. 
Noble. The 8. 8. Agent, E. C. Freeze, Esq., was 
absent for the first time in many years ; he sent 
his report, however, which was read by D. McLeod 
Vince, Esq. While not so full as the sgent desired, 
he not having been supplied with as complete re- 
turns as he sought, the report indicated a steadily 
growing interest in 8. 8. work amongst the church- 
es. Following the report there were addresses. 
Rev. Jos. McLeod spoke of ** The Duty of the De- 
nomination te Sabbath Schools ;” Rev. D. H. Sid- 
dall of ‘The Qualifications of an Efficient Teach- 
er;"” and Rev. A. Kinney of * How to make Sab- 
bath Schools Evergreen.” There were also general 
remarks of an interesting character made by Revs. 
J. N. Barnes, C. F. Rideout and W. Downey, and 
D. W. Clark and Wm. Peters, Esqrs. A resolu- 
tion moved by Bro. Peters that there be a Sabbath 
School Association in connection with each District 
Meeting was carried. The idea is a good one, and 
we hope will be carried ont. A great impetus may 
be given to 8. 8. work by organizations of the kind 
proposed. New forms of 8. School reports are to 
be prepared, which will ensure fuller and more 
currect returns of the Schools. The meeting was 
one of the best yet held, and the good influence of 
it is likely to be felt widely and for a long time. 
The Sabbath was a very fine day. The session 

of the S. School at 9 a. m., was well attended. 
Many 8. 8. workers were present, several of whom 
wade instructive addresses. There were three 
preaching services at the place of Conference, —at 
11a. m. by Rev. F. Babcock, at 3 p. m. by Rev. 
G. A. Hartley, and at 7 p, m. by Rev. Jos. Me- 
Leod. The attendance at ull the services was large. 
A good spirit pervaded the meetings, and it is 
hoped that much good will result from the labours 
of the day. There was preaching also at Centre- 
ville, Grand Harbour and Seal Cove. Revs. O. M. 
Bubar and Wm. Wallace preached at these places. 
Some other brethren, also, preached at some of the 
services, but we have not now the list and cannot 
give the names. There was preaching on Tuesday 
evening by Rev. Wm. Downey, Thursday evening 
by Rev. J. T. Parsons and Friday morning by Rev. 
C. T. Phillips. 
Monday afternoon the annual meeting of the 

Women's Foreign Mission Society was held. The 
chair was occupied by Mrs. Hartley, the Presi- 
dent. The report of the Corresponding Secretary, 
Mrs. C. W. Weyman, was very interesting and in- 
spiriting. The report of the Treasyrer, Mrs. Wm, 
Peters, showed how well the Society has done its 
work. The Treasury tells the true story of the 
zeal of a church or society, and the Treasury of the 
W. M. Society speaks volumes for the devotion of 
the women to the work of winning the heathen to 
Christ. Addresses were made by several ladies, 
all of whom acquitted themselves admirably. The 
meeting was one of great interest throughout. 
The annual meeting of the Home Mission So- 

ciety and also that of the Foreign Mission Society 
were held on Monday evening. The H. M. So- 
ciety occupied the first part of the evening. Rev. 
B. Colpitts presided. The Cor, Sec., Rev. G. A. 
Hartley, read the report of the work done by the 
H. M. Society during the year. More was done 
than in several previous years, and the good effects 
are apparent. Speeches were made by Revs. O. M. 
Bubar, W. Downey, J. F. Reud, and B. Colpitts, 
and D. W. Clark, Esq., The Society purposes to 
still further extend its work this year. We hope 
the Treasury may be kept well supplied with funds, 
and that the Board will have no difficulty in se- 
curing the services of men well adapted to mission 
work. 

Rev. C. T. Phillips presided at the Foreign Mis- 
sion meeting. Rev. Jos. McLeod, Cor. Sec. of the 
Society, read his report. It briefly reviewed the 
work of the Society since its organization in 1864, 
and deploring the fact that so little is now being 
done, argued the necessity of a renewal oi interest 
and activity in the great work of evangelizing the 
world. Following the report were speeches by 
Reva. J. W. Clark, G. W, McDonald and W, 
Downey. The speeches in both the Home and 
Foreign Mission meetings were above the average ; 
they were well conceived and well delivered and 
must, we think, have made impressions that will 
not soon be forgotten. The attendance was large, 
and the collection generous. 

The ordination service took place on Wednesday 
evening. Two brethren—A. Trafton and C. F. 
Rideout—were set apart to the work of the ministry. 
A large congregation was present to witness the 
impressive ceremony. The opening service was 
conducted by Rev. J. N. Barnes. The sermon—.J 
an excellent and appropriate one— was preached by 
Rev. A. Taylor, the questions were asked by Rev. 
J. T. Parsons, the prayer was offered by Rev. Wi, 
Downey, the hand of fellowship was given by Rev, 
J. E. Reud, and the charge by Rev. Jos. Noble, 
The whole service was solemn. The brethren or 
dained go forth to their work with the sympathy of 
the Conference, and with many prayers that they 
may be largely successful in winning souls to Jesus 
and in building up the Church of God. 

There was in the Conference a strong feeling in 
favour of changing the time of opening Conference 
from Saturday to Tuesday or Wednesday. No 
notice of the motion to change having been given a 
unanimous vote was required which could not be 
secured. Notice was given that a similar motion 
will be made next year. Some are very sure that 
the change would be beneficial ; others, though not 
#0 confident that the change would be an improve- 
ment, are willing to have it tried, and will therefore 
vote for it. 

The prayer and social meetings, of which there 
were two each day, were interesting and refreshing, 
Too often religious bodies having much business to 
do permit the meetings for worship to be but little 
more than a mere adjunct instead of a principal 
feature of their sessions. N othing—not even time 
—is gained by crowding the prayer and praise 
meetings out, and very much of what is more 
valuable—the Christian spirit, the spirit of true 
harniony—is often lost. The Conference did wise- 
ly this year, more wisely than in some former years. 
Very manifest and pleasing was the harmony that 
prevailed throughout the whole session. That it 
resulted, chiefly, from the daily praise and prayer 
meetings cannot be doubted. When men draw near 
to God in humble worship they are not likely to be 
very disputatious. 

Rev. Wm, Brown, who lives at Grand Harbour, 
but a few miles from the place of Conference, was 
not able to be present. He is confined to his bed, 
and will, probably, never go out again. The mem- 
bers of Conference did not forget him. A donation 
of over $50.00 was made him. He was visited by 
many of the brethren, and he greatly enjoyed their 
presence, their cheering words and their prayers. 
Though weak in body and every day becoming | 
weaker, his faith is strong and he rejoices in hope, 
saying with Paul, “‘ Thanks be unto God who giveth 
us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.”

GENERAL RELIGIOUS NEWS, 
— The Rev. Dr. G. F. Pentecost has begun a 

series of free Bunday- afternoon religious services in 
the Brooklyn Academy of Music. 

— Fullerton and Smith, students of Spurgeon’s 
Collegw, are meeting with great success as evangel- 
ists in London. 

~ More thav a hundred ard eighty converts, 
from four distinct tribes, are reported by one 
mission at Darjiling, India. 

— Messrs, Moody and Sankey, who are both now 
in London, have definitely arranged to commence 
services at Newcastle on-Tyne on the Sunday after- 
noon following the closing of the Church Congress 
now sitting there. 

~— Rev. O. I. Heernle, after fifty-six years of 
mission service, forty-three having been spent in 
India, has returned to his native country in Ger- 
many. He has six children in missionary work — 
four sows and two daughters. 

—, The South Congregational Sunday-school of 
New Dritain, Conn., pays jts superintendent a 
regular ‘palary, and he devotes his whole time to 
the interests of the school, visiting families, looking 
after absent scholars, ete. It is the largest Protes- 
tant Sunday-school in the Stste, and numbers 
about 1,000 members. 

~~ Considerable success is now said to follow the 
work of the Salvation Army in Paris. Numbers of 
young working men and their wives have already 
been brought under the influence of the gospel. 
This success is doubtless due to a wise modification 
of the methods of the Army, which awakened so 
much opposition at first. 

— The Kaffirs, heathen a little while ago, Chris- 
tians now, seems to have acquired ** this grace 
also ” of giving. They have no currency but at a 
*“ collection recently three cattle, twenty sheep, 
thirteen goats, ten bags of grain and three hens 
were contributed. This is almost equal to the 
nickels and pennies that slip in our contribution 
plates from the fingers of some well-to-do people ! 

— One of the leading secular newspapers in Jap- 
an, in a recent article, took occasion to contrast the 
results already effected in that country by the 
small body of Christian missionaries with the in- 
efficiency of the Buddhist and Shintoo priests with 
whom the country is filled. The writer concluded 
by saying that the Christians had the more favorable 
showing in the comparison. 

~~ An incident in missionary life in Newfound- 
land, of recent date, is worth relating. A young 
man arrived in St. John's from England, a candi- 
date for the Methodist ministry. His appointment 
was in Trinity Bay. On his way thither the vessel 
was wrecked, and the young preacher escaped only 
with his life, losing all his books and clothing. He 
reached his destination, without coat or shoes, on 
Sabbath morning, and said to the fishermen, “Lend 
me a coat and pair of pants, and I'm ready for 
work.” Equipped in fisherman's clothes, he began 
his mission, Snccess to him. 

— Dr. Sheldon Jackson in his recent trip to 
Alaska established missions among the Hydah and 
Hoonyah tribes ; erected mission buildings at the 
Chileat and Hoonyah stations ; refitted a Govern. 
ment building at Sitka with the assistance of Cap- 
tain Glass and Lieutenant Symonds of the United 
States Navy, and an Indian house at Hydah, into 
school-hoyses ; visited and preached the Gospel in 
fifteen native villages ; travelling five hundred 
files in a canoe with wild Indians, exposed to many 
hardships and dangers. 

~The “Old Believers” of Russia are being 
freed from persecution by the new Czar. Three of 
their bishops who have been imprisoned since 1858 
have been set at liberty. They refused to accept 
the belief and practicus of the orthodox Greek 
Church, but adhered to their ancient faith which, 
as well as their form of worship, is purer than that 
of either the Greek or the Roman Catholic Church- 
es. The Czaris pursuing a wise policy in this 
course, aad will make his throue and his life more 
secure by so acting as to secure the affection and 
not the fear of his subjects. 

~~ Here is an effective testimony to the value of 
open-airand other evangelistic services, from the 
correspondent of an English religious journal. He 
writes : 1 The forces ‘that are keeping back the 
tides of misery, ruftianism, and even barbarism, in 
Englaudy are kept in operation by these informal 
services, Although they seldom receive official re- 
cognition, they are doing a work beyond all esti- 
mation in a werely social point of view...

BRITISH AMERICAN BOOK AND 
TRACT SOCIETY.

Society withdrew its colporteurs from these Pro- 
vices, Christians in thé British Provinces banded 
themselves together to perpetuate the work so well 
begun.’

HOW AN EARLIER GUITEAU WAS 
** PUNISHED, 

Now that the question of what punishment the 
miserable Guiteau should receive is being discussed, 
the treatment which other ages have thought none 
too severe for similar criminals is brought to mind 
The Independent recalls the case of Damiens : 

*““ He was a poor, h alf-crazy wretch, whose mind 
had been excited by the disputes of Clement XI. 
with the Parlivnont of Paris and the refusal of the 
clergy to. grant the swcrament to the Jansenists. 
He came to belicve that peace would be promoted 
by the death «f the king, Lonis XV., which he un 
dertook to effeer, in January, 1757, succeeding 
only in inflicting an insignificsnt wound in the 
side with a knife. For this he was subjected for 
two months to examinations, with frightful tor- 
tures, to elicit confessions. The lord of the privy 
seal conducted the matter in person. The flesh was 
torn from the prisoner's limbs by red-hot pincers. 
He was tortured with a suit of rings around every 
part of his person, and drawn so tight as to throw 
him into fever and delirium. He was transferred 
to the conciergerie, and thrown there in the dungeon 
occupied previously by Ravaillac, the ussassin of 
Henry of Navarre. He was fastened to a bed and all his limbs stretched and again squeezed and con- 
fined in a dreadful dress, made of iron rings and straps. They plied him with the torture of the boot and of the rack. These tortures were con- 
tinued until the physicians in attendance declared 
he could endure no more. At his execution he was first taken to Notre Dame to make public confes- 

Greve, to suffer the final torture. On arriving the arrangements were not yet complete, and it is said 
that for one hour and a half more the prisoner was compelled to contemplate the horrible preparations. First, the hand which struck the king was burned off in a flame of burning sulphur. He was then torn with hot pincers in the arms, limbs, thighs and breasts, and into these horrible wounds were poured melted lead, boiling oil, melted rosin and wax, and burning sulphur. Four horses were then fastened to his limbs to dismember him ; and when they proved unable to do it, two more were added. This failing, the executioner wss struck with pity, and went to the Hotel de Ville to ask permission to shorter the culprit's sufferings by cutting the ligaments of his limbs. He was repulsed, and the horrible attempt was repested, to no purpose. Toward night the royal permission to cut the liga- tures was given, and one by one the poor wretch'sy limbs were torn from his body. The torn frag- ments were burned to ashes aud scattered. His house was razed to the ground ; his brothers and sisters were ordered to change their names ; and his father, wife, and daughter were banished from France.

There is a secretary, or what looks like one, closed up, and when the cover lots down, it discloses three or four Bohemian glass balls and some small cut-glass tumblers You can have whiskey, brandy or wine in this little alcove, b paying fifteen cents a drink for it. A week ago { was in there with two ladies, when one of them whispered, ‘I am going to treat you,” and we all went back there and were treated.” I never felt so ashamed in my life. I told them it was just awful, but they said it was no worse for ladies to be sociable than their husbands, A very nice young lady who was with us was real boozy, and gabbled as I never heard her before. There is another place where they sold fine candies and ice cream last summer — one of the best places of the kind in the city---and they served liquor in a variety of fancy ways, | know where theae is a very fine bakery and confec- tionery store up town, where there is a very neat and cosy little bar in a room off the salesrooma, The bar is attended to by the lady of the house. 1 have never been in that place, but Mrs, — says it is the neatest little place imaginable. The finest liquors and wines are sold, She says the women are learning to make spiced and fancy drinks. JESUITS IN SWITZERLAND, 

(N. Y. Advocate.) 
Switzerland is again looking after the Jesuits. A 

few years ago they were disbanded in the Republic, 
and ote out of it. And they went, but not to 
ng They have learned how to bide their time, 
and to gain more patiently waiting than by noisy 
contention. The Canton of Freiburg was their 
stronghold, and to this point they seemed to have 
returned ; since the Federal Council has questioned 
the authorities of the Canton as to their re-appear- 
ance in the schools. One of the abandoned cloisters 
was turned Iuto a Cantonal school, and here it 
seems, under Episcopal authority, several of the 
Jesuits have slipped back —not as Jesuits, be it 
known, but simply as teachers. The Swiss, how- 
ever, know by experience what this means, and 
think it best to nip this revival in the bud. The 
Federal Council calls attention to an article of the 
Federal Constitution, which runs thuswise : ** The 
Swiss Constitution absolutely prohibits to the Jesuits 
and their affiliated fraternities any connection with 
the Churches or the schools.” It seems that the 
Government of Freiburg was reminded of this fact 
some time « ; and now the Government at ) 
again reminds the parties concerned that this arti 
is not a dead letter. 

THE OPIUM QUESTION,

The evils in ngland are not the same as in Ireland, but they are 
scarcely less serious. In some districts farms are left wholly unoccupied ; in others the tenants have combined in a positive refusal to pay rent except on terms of abatement. Among the reforms for which agitation has commenced are the abolition of entail and primogeniture, which prevents the free sale of land ; some measures to up overgrown 
estates ; the adjustment of rentals by arbitration ; compensation to the tenant for improvement in the value of the land by reason of the tenants’ labor 
upon it ; and the right of the tenant to sell the good- will of the tenancy. Mr. Gladstone's son has p

Cremation is gaining ground in Hungary. The 
Municipal Council of Buda-Pesth has discussed the 
question, and decided in favor of the practice, 
Following this example, several other Hungarian 
towns have decreed that cremation may be adopted. 

Sleepers it seems have legal rights that must be 
suspected. The owners of a factory in Plymouth, 
Mass., have been forbidden by the Supreme Court 
to allow their bell to be rung in the early hours of 
the morning, as it disturbed the slumbers of the 
residents. 

In France it is announced that Prince Jerome 
Napoleon is about to resign his claims to the Im- 
perial throne of France in favor of his son, Prince 
Victor, and that the latter is henceforth to be 
known among ardent Imperials as Napoleon VI. 
A speaker in the British Association pronounced 

‘‘ elephants and alligators, sharks, kangaroos and 
humming-birds all blood-relations” with man. 
Nevertheless few in or out of the British Associa- 
tion would be found to say to the elephant, ** thou 
art my brother.” or to the female shark, ** thou art 
my sister.” 

Dean Bradley, the successor to Dean Stanley, is 
considering a proposition to erect a monument to 
the late Dean in Westminister Abbey. The monu- 
ment will probably take the form of an altar-tomb, 
with a recumbent statne, to be placed near his grave 
in the abbey.

—Count Von Moltke . has given 
a favorable opinion about the newly plauned Chan- 
nel by which the North Sea is to be joined to the 
Baltic, and the Government will probably soon ask 
the House of Deputies to vote the necessary funds 
for this great work. 

The pe rcentage of fatal railway accidents in France 
is said to be greater than in any country in Europe 
being one every year in every 2,000,000 which they 
carry, while in England it is 1 in every 5,230,0000 
in Belgium 1 in every 9,000,000, and in Prussia 1 
in every 21,600,000. England ranks first for 
wounding its passengers and France second. 

The Adirondacks will probably be shunned for a 
while by consumptives ; certainly the experience of 
the past summer was not favorable for those seek- 
ing health there. There was 23 Jeaths. The mor- 
ality was caused by the dampness near the lakes, 
violent changes of temperature, and insufficient 
nourishment. Those far gone with consumption 
had better stay away.
