Still another waterproof composition can be made
by dissolving an ounce of powdered resin in a quar
ter of & pint of linseed oil over the stove ; putitina
tin basin, and place that in a pan of boiling water,
When it is boiling hot, slice into it two ounces of
mutton tallow, and apply while hot to the buots,
letting it dry in lhnrl-n;hl_\.

The following receipts for making leather water-
proot are from the Hide and Leather Jowrnal, and
other authoritative sources

1. Boiled oil, 1 pint ; beeswax and yellow resin,

each 2 oz.; melt together. Apply warm before the
fire

2. India rubber in fragments, 1 oz. : boiled oil, 1
pint ; melted together over a slow fire. Add an-

ither pint of hot boiled oil, stirring well.

3. Boiled oil, 1 pint ; mutton suet, 4 lb.; bees-
wax, 6 oz ; resin, 4 oz.; melt over s slow fire in an
earthen dish. Apply to new leather with a brush,
when dry and clean.

4. Neatsfoot oil, § pint ; beeswax, 4 oz,. 4 table-
spoonfuls of lampblack ; camphor the size of a hen'’s
ogg. Melt carefully over a slow fire, stirring well
after melted, never allowing it to boil. Warm the
leather and apply with a brush after melting. Use
little and often.

0. Shellac, 4 1b., broken small, in a quart bottle,
cover with methylated spirits ; cork tight and set in
a warm place, shaking several times each day ; add
camphor the size of an egy ; shake, add 1 oz, lamp-
black, Pour a little into a saucer snd apply with

a brush, not drying it in. —Country Gentleman.

Remember that one can have the hands in soap-
suds with soft soap without injury to the skin, if
the hands are dipped in vinegar or lemon juice im-
mediately after. The acids destroy the corrosive
effects of the alkali, and make the hands soft and
white. Indian meal and vinegar or lemon juice
nsed on hands when roughened by cold or labor,
will heal aad soften them.
