The Fifteenth Annual Report of the Resident Phy-
sician and Secretary of the General Public Hospital
for the year ending December 31st, 1880, is a care-
fully compiled documentcoveringa good deal of infor-
mation. The receipts from all sources amounted to
$21,150.78, and the expenditures, including inter-
est on bonds, to £15.806.07, leaving a balance to
the credit at the close of the year of $6,344.71. The
number of patients in Hospital on the 1st Jannary,
1880, was 34, and the number admitted during the
year 339 —in all 373. Of these there were discharg-
ed during the year as cured 191, improved 42, in-
curable 23, disorderly 7, aud by request 20. Death
had taken off 18, and there remained at the close of
the term 13 patients. Twenty-five were classified in
the Eye Report. 8St. John City and County sup-
plied 112 patients, other Counties in New Bruns-
wick 85, and the Dominion and Foreign Countries
176.

The first of the steel rails for the New Brunswick
Railway arrived on Saturday in the steamer Tan-
tallion, Captain Hunter, from Barrow-on-Furness,
England, The éntire cargo of the steamer is made
up of 2,000 tons of steel rails. The remainder of
the 14,000 tons of rails ordered will be shipped as
quickly as the Steel Company can turn them out.
he rails will be taken over the St. John and
Maine and New Brunswick and Canada Railway to
Woodstinck.

It is fully expected that the work of changing
the gauge will be begun this month and every ef-
fort will be made to carry the work on to comple-
tion with all possible speed. Tho sleepers Lave all
been got out and are now being distributed along
the road. Five new locomotives have been pur-
chased from the Intercolonial Railway and flat box
and passenger cars are being built at the Company’s
works at Gibson.

The new railway bridge is completed and will be
opened to-day. No bridge of the same size has
ever been erected in this Province with greater
rapidity, the work having been only commenced
about three months ago. *The bridge is 1,100 feet
long, and every possible care has been taken to
make this bridge streng and dursble while the or-
namental features have not been neglected. The
Company are now awaiting a decision of the Muni-
cipal Goverment of Presque Isle when the road will
be extended fifteen miles beyond Caribou.

The track laying is to commence at Woodstock
and continne north to Grand Falls, after which
the section between Woodstock and Gibson will be
done, -—Tel.

Queen’s Printer to perform the duties of a depart-
ment clerk at a saiary of §1,200, instead of 81,600,
as at present,

A Lunenburg N. 8. shopkeeper recently found
a man in his store robbing the till, which only
contained fifty cents. He searched him and found
the fifty cents and twenty dollars besides which he
appropriated, and then kicked the burglar out.
Pretty sharp practice.

There have been three changes in the appoint-
wments of sheriff this year. In Colchester County
Mr. Leander J. Crowe takes the place of the late
Mr. Blanchard, in Kings, Mr. Stephén that of Sher-
iff Caldwell, and in Inverness Mr. Hugh McDonald
that of Mr. R. McDougall.

Mr. Donald Archibald has brought in 72 ozs. of
gold from his mine at Moose River, as the result of
one hundred days work, done on the tribute, by
which operation the miners each made four dollars
per day, after paying Mr. Archibald ten per cent,
out of proceeds. The value of the gold was about
$1,400.

Deposits in the Government Savings Bank at
Halifax during March amounted to $111,700, and
the withdrawals to $564,710. The deposits during
the nine months ended the 31st March were $1,196,-
680, and the withdrawals in the same period
$636,797. The returns from other points show a
proportionate increase.

For several years Mr. Samuel E. Frost, of Lower
Norton, Kings County, has been shipping potatoes to
a merchant named B. ¥. James, in Bermuda. Mr.
Frost has already received 70 barrels from the lat
ter gentleman, for seed purpose, and when the har-
vesting season arrives Mr. James is to set sail with
his vessel for this port and return with the gathered
crop in the fall.

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THE HRECENT EARTHQUAKE AT CHI0,

Loxpox, April 9.—A despatch from Chio to the
Times says that a medical commission is now
sitting to consider the expediency of covering the
rubbish in the fortress with earth, there is no hope
of saving any lives, and the disinterment of the
dead might produce an epidemic

It is believed that throughout the island, which
contained 70,000 inhabitants 6,000 or 7,000 were
killed, and a quarter of the survivors wounded,
The French, British, United States and Austrian
gun vessels are doing all ia their power to assist in
the work of relief. -

Only ten of the inhabitants of Chesme were
killed, but many houses are in ruins, and 30,000
people are without shelter.

The Times' correspondent at Chio telegraphs
under date of the 7th inst. : 1 have just arrived
here from Constantinople, and find a }ncture of
desolation, such as is rarely witnessed. The town
looks as if it had been terribly bombarded. Hun-
dreds of houses have been transformed into a shape-
less mass of ruins under which lie buried an un-
known number of victims. A majority of the
remaining houses are already cracked and roofless,
and may fall at any moment. Nearly every build-
ing in the town has suffered more or less

The inhabitants wander about anxious to search
for missing relatives or lost property, but are afraid
to risk their lives in the perilous work of clearing
away the rubbish. Many who are willing to expoes
themselves to the danger are prevented by friends
or by the police. Fear, grief and despair are de-
picted on nearly every face, and all have some sad
or tragic tale to tell,

The first shock was'felt on Sunday afternoon, at
about 1.30 o'clock, lmmediately the houses began
to fall and wild shrieks were heard on every side.
Then followed an awful silence of (some jminutes
and the terrified survivors gradnally ventured into
the narrow lanes and reached the open spaces
Shortly afterwards another terrible shock cumplulod
the devastation ; then it remained quiet until sun-
set, then it again began to shake the iulzmd through-
@ut s severely as before. All night the shocks sue-
ceeded each other at short intervals, and each one
