The home of these light-footed tourists is in
Southern Africa; and passing from plain to plain,
feasting upon the lucious pasturage, all that can
come to them of pleasure in life may be found.

Very timid animals are they, and if ever obliged
in their travels to cross a road where the foot of
man has passed, they leap it at a bound. 1If fright-
ened, they have been known to spring up, even
thirteen feet. To accomplish such marvellousleaps,
the back is suddenly curved and a fold of skin in-
stantly expands, displaying a band of long white
hairs that covers the croup ; when at rest, this
lovely strip of snowy fur is seldom seen ; this in-
stantaneous unfolding brings into play powerful
muscles essentially aiding in the force and preci
sion of the vaulting movement.

The *‘warm, cinnamon-browntint upon the upper
surface of the body, is in pleasant contrast with the
pure white beneath--and greatly heightened in
beauty by the reddish-brown band separating them,
These delicate creatures furnish the natives with
tender meat, and their skin is in great demand for
many purposes.

When a change of camping-ground seems desir-
able, old, experienced members of the herd, donbt-
less acknowledged ** chiefs,” lead off In quest of
fresh pastures. Often a procession of many thou-
sands join in a slow, solemn march ia search of a
species of low, fresh herbage full of the sweetness
of grasses newly grown. Some Instinctsurely guides
them on these pilgrimages, now turning to the right,
now to the left, in avoidance of densely-wooded
plains, or where only tall grasses spring up. In the
receeses of such places enemies would always be
lurking, and at any moment lions, tigers, or leop-
ards would mercilessly intrude upon their ranks.

These spring-bok foraging excursions have been
compared to the visitations of ray aging locusts, but
with & marked difference, since these native-born
African tourists keep the wild plaius, avoiding the
localities cultivated by man.

The Boers call these graud marching parties,
*“ trek-bokken,” and a well-known traveller writes
that a view of one of these predatory migrations is
& sight to be remembered. From his note-book we
read : ‘‘ For two hours before day, deep guttural
grunts were heard, and were supposed to come from
a herd of these antelope-cousins feeding a little dis-
tance from our camping-ground ; on rising, it was
found to proceed from a dense mass of these sturdy
troopers marching slowly and steadily, limitless
in numbers and in perfect order. The oreadth of
the ground they covered could not have been less
than half a mile For two hours this vast, un
broken, compact phalanx passed on, and we could
scarcely believe it a reality, it seerued like a beauti
ful picture, or hunter's dream

Sometimes a flock of sheep get entangled in this
onward moving crowd ; the strangers are forced to
fall into line ; and occasionally a roving lion is sur-
prised into one of these enforced marches ; the
crowd presses him on all sides ; there is no alterna-
tive, the “ king of the forest” must now become a
humble follower or be trampled under foot,

A law of courtesy prevails among these gentle
creatures ; as the foremost of the party satisfy their
hunger, they fall back, pressing forward the rear-
ward ‘travellers. and thus, nstantly changing
places, all are in turn bountifully fed.
The spring-bok is less araceful than its gazelle
coulins, but is larger. The lyrate-shaped horns are
in their greatest beauty when marked with eighteen
or twenty narrow complete rings, and by these
they are easily distinguished from other branches
of this large family.
