abuse. It was customary among the Romans 
to scourge a prisoner before putting bim to | 

death, This was a severe punishment of itself, | 
and was inflicted upon the naked body with a 
heavy whip, often having several lashes and 
these were loaded with pieces of bone or metal, 

There was no legal limit to the number of blows | 

which might be given. The agony caused by 
scourging was often so intense that persons died 
under the infliction. After this Jesus was led 
to a public hall, called Preetorium, where in the 
presence of four or tive hundred soldiers he was 
stripped and over his torn and bleeding shoul- | 
ders a “ purple robe,” which was, probably, no | 
more than a cast-off military cloak which they
