DEAD-HEADS IN THE CHURCH, 
Rev. J. B. Mann, in the Advocate of New York, 

writes of a numerous class—the ‘‘ Church Dead- 

Heads.” They are everywhere, perhaps even among 

the readers of the INTELLIGENCER there may be 

found one. If so, to read a description of himself 

ay do him good. Five kinds are described thus : 

1. The numerical dead-head. But why condemn 
him ? seeing the Church is rarely ever troubled with 
his presence. Ah, *‘ there's the rub.” His is *‘a

It is a great privilege to bear office in the Church 
f Christ. It should be a high ambition of those 
who.are competent. The greatest inducement is 
held out—** I any man serve me, him will my 
Father honor. But, notwithstanding, sad to say, 
the places of preferment often go a-begging. Many 
of the better sort of laymen steadily decline the 
responsibilities of official position. However we 
may regret it, the fact is obvious As the case 
stands, three styles of members compose our ** offi 
cial boards :" First, those who are appointed ac 
cording to the ‘‘ eternal titness of things ;: ”' second 
ly, those who through the everlasting unfitness of 
things manage to slip in ; and thirdly, those merely 
thrown in to fill a gap. The former are selected by 
the pastor with a view to the efficient administration 
of the charge. The second are usually self-imposed, 
or are promoted through local considerati ms, and 
are remarkable mainly for their obstructive proeli- 
vities displayed on ‘all occasions. Now and then 
they are inordinately zealous, especially when they 
have * resolved to get rid” of Brother Trueman, 
whose gospel of fire has penetrated their guise, and 
“burned away” the ** barriers” behind which they 
sought to hide ‘“ ways that are dark and tricks that 
are vain,” The third, like old shoes in a closet, 
are a harmless kind of incumbrance, kicked around 
in the routine of the last quarter, and then quickly 
forgotten, In short, official dead-heads are retain - 
ed in prominent positions from year to year who 
never enter a Quarterly Conference, much less dis- 
charge the important functions assigned them by 
the Church. ** Remove them !” Easily said ; but 
how will you supply their places I Let the sorely 
tried pastor, the faithful officer already overwhelmed 
with extra duty, and the few benevolent privates 
f the imperilled Church answer, These official 
dead-heads are a millstone about the neck of the 
Church, and often sink her in the *¢ slough of des- 
pond.” They are, however, ‘‘ more terrible than 
an army with banners” when Bishop Sweepwell is 
to be importuned to change Brother Straighthome 
for Brother Cantwell, whose dalcet tones they sigh

4. The spiritual dead-head next properly claims 
our notice—a type most ditlicult to deal with, since, 
not unfrequently, we find him a mild, quiet, moral, 
liberal, cheerful, unobtrusive person, ready for 
everything but to give himself earnestly to Christ, 
and diligently labor in his vineyard. Some of this 
sort are of our number. As men, citizens, friends, 
and, in part, members of the Church, we have no 
complaint. But if to these excellences were added 
the still higher qualities of a knowledge of the deep 
mysteries of the Gospel, vital godliness, a i ex: 
perience, the assurance of faith, and the consolations 
of the Spirit, together with the consciousness of 
duty well done, who can measure their power for 
good 1? 

But another yariety of spiritual dead-heads re- 
quire a hasty glance, namely, those who, while 
lacking mosdy the things above enumerated, are 
further censurable in seeking pleasures in forbidden 
paths.  Professing Ohristians are to be found in all 
the Churches who never offer an audible prayer, 
nor respond with a hearty Amen ; uever relate their 
Christian experience, nor enter a Sabbath-school

room to receive or impart instruction, yet attend 
the theatre, concert and circus, laughing, clapping, 
stamping and shouting themselves hoarse over the 
rude, vulgar—sometimes obscene—jest and antics 
of lewd and abandoned characters, whose very pre- 
sence are an insult to virtue and modesty. Worse 
still, the house of God is deserted at the most inop- 
portune moment for the dance, the frolic, and oc- 
casionally, it is to be feared, the carousal of the 
intemperate and licentious. Thus a load of obli- 
quity 1s laid upon the Church, under the odium of 
which she bends in the sight of the world. Ww hy 
should men, spiritually dead and evilly inclined, 
reproach the church with their wickedness? Why 
bear, unrecompensed, the crushing shame of the 
incorrigible I We submit these questions to the 
conscience and candor of the Church. 

5. The moral dead-head fitly closes our reflections 
upon this unsavory subject. Although closely 
allied to the last mentioned, still, by reason of 
greater demerit, separate treatment is demanded. 
To him we way apply the language of Paul, with 
“eyes set” on Elymas: ** O full of all subtily and 
mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy of all 
righteousness, wilt thon not cease to pervert the 
right ways of the Lord 1” Like his father in Eden 
he is an intruder among the *“ sons of God,” whose 
‘‘ righteous souls ” he continually *‘ vexes with his 
filthy conversation.” ~The injury thus inflicted 
upon the Church is incalenable, and completes ber 
humiliation and shame. His life is at variance with 
the plainest precepts of truth, and a perpetual 
monument of disgrace. He is a moral nuisance, a 
source of blight and weakness more wasting than 
the grave, from whom we recoil as from a viper's 
envenomed fangs, 
How strange that such hideous moral depravity 

should seek to intrench itself in the Christian 
Charch ? But there it is, flaunting its crimes and 
baseness in the face of the Almighty, and, with the 
** hypocrite’s wile, ’ endeavoring to conceal its de- 
pravity from the public gaze. Yea, all this, and 
worse, were it possible, the moral dead-head at- 
tempts. Nor will he be rebuked or chastened when 
his moral turpitude is discovered, but, like a hard- 
ened villain, turns upon his brethren with scornful 
defiance, setting at naught all the authority of the 
Church. * Nor, thus far, is there any relief, save, 
perhaps, in the thought that he is hastening with 
eagerness to the ‘* destruction of fools,” a wonder 
and warning to all ground. 
Such are some of the men, and such their char- 

acteristics, afflicting the Church and impeding its 
progress.

The committee appointed in 1863, at Eisenach, 
for the revision of Luther's translation of the Bible 
has held its last meeting at Halle, and there is 
every prospect that the revised version will soon 
appear. Out of thirty original revisers fourteen 
only remain, sixteen having died since the work 
began. No alteration of Luther's translation has 
been admitted unless sanctioned by two-thirds of 
the committee. The next step will be the publica- 
tion of the text, as now revised, submitting it to 
the judgment of the theological faculties in the 
Universities, and to the criticising of scholars, as 
well as the public at large. After their remarks 
have been received and considered, which may take 
two or three years more, the new version will be 
published and recommended for adoption to all the 
Protestant churches in Germany. 

— One of the best testimonies to the good work 
which is being done by Mr, Moody and Mr. Sankey 
in Glasgow was the great meeting of reformed 
drunkards, which recently took place in the City 
Hall. Admission was only to be had through 
tickets, and eleven hundred of these were applied 
for. Mr. Moody did not appear upon the platform, 
but went up and down among the guests, ‘speaking 
with individuals, and occasionally addressing the 
meeting, There was no Scripture reading ; Mr. 
Moody called instead for the recitation of the texts 
which had been the means of conversion to those 
reformed. Then a choir for evangelistic temperance 
work was formed, and several hupdreds volunteer- 
ed as members. The Society is to be known as the 
Mizpah Band, and each member binds himself to 
pray and labor for the salvation of those enslaved 
by the love of strong drink. Sir William Collins, 
formerly Lord Provost of Glasgow, thought the 
scene at this meoting a wonderful one, and said : 
‘1 frankly confess that what | have seen lately in 
connection with Mr, Moody's work has gone far to 

chide me for my weakness of faith as to the refor- 
mation of drunkards.” The influence of the work 
at Glasgow is being felt throughout. Scotland, and 
it is for the perpetuation of that inflaence that Mr.

I'he election was probably the purest of any that 
was run in the Dominion.

mand of his language may enable him to string 
them togethor like bunghes of onions, and yet his 
paper may be but a meagre and poor concern 
Indeed, the mere writing part of editing a paper is 
but a small portion of the work. The care, the 
time employed in selecting, is far more important, 
and the fact of a good editor is better shown by his 
selections than anything else ; and that, we know, 
is half the battle. But we have said an editor 
ought to be estimated, his labor understood and 
appreciated, by the general conduct of his paper 
its tone, 1ts uniform, cousistent course, aims, man- 
liness, its dignity and its propriety. To preserve 
these as they should be preserved is enough to oc- 
cupy fully the time and attention of any man. [If 
to this be added the general supervision of the 
details of publication which most editors have to 
encounter, the wonder is how they find time to 
write at all.”
