A BISHOPS ADDRESS, '

At the meeting of the Church of England Synod
held last week in Mantreal, Bishop Medley of Fred-
ericton delivered an address which contains a num- |
ber of interesting points, That it was an able pro
duction goes without saying, for the Bishop is a
clever man. He has been taking a look over the
field, and seems concerned for the future of what
he terms *‘ the ccclesiastical Province of Canada.”
Ho evidently regards the whole of Oanada as,
ecclesiastically, under his jurisdiction, for the
spiritual instruction of which he and his church are
responsible. He looks with ill-concealed jonlmtx.sy
on the work being done by the various Ohristian
denominations, and chides his own people for their
slackness, saying
‘‘ Bhall we tamely see a wealthy congregational-
ism usurping the noble heritage of the Catholic
Church, while multitudes who were once with us
find no place in our churches, no interest in our
hearts, and, nursed by no tender mother's care
within our fold, quietly, and to us impreceptibly,
slip away from us? For, those who leave us be.
cause they were never told why they should remain
with us, often become our bitterest foes, and learn
to curse the very name of the mother who bhare
them but continually forgot them.”

teferring to the *‘ varions sects and parties’, as
he is pleased to call those who are not of his church,
he says : ““In some points we closely touch our
neighbors, even whilst we seem most to differ from
them.

There are, 1,666 Protestants in the State of
Zacatecas, Mexico, with only two Protestant mis-
sionaries. On July 16th, 1882, they dedicated to
the trne worship of God an old Catholic temple
that had been abandoned since the reformation.

There are few persons at all acquainted with
the history of missiona in this century, who are not
familiar with the name of Ranavalona, the late
queen of Madagascar, whose star has set in a dark
time for the people whom she ruled so wisely and
in shich Christian wise. It was under her reign
that Christianity beecame the dominant religion of
Madagascar. Born a heathen, and bred among
those who peraecuted the infant church of the island,
she became a Christian, in name as well as in deed,
shortly after Rer accession to the throne. Unlike
some of the early Christiun monarchs of Europe,
she did not aftempt any foreible conversion ot her
people, but was equally tolerant of all faiths. The
result was, that under her rule Madagascar
advanced in religions enlture, in civilization, and
in the arts of peace, at au almost unexampled speed,
What this African women has done will be told for
a memorial of her, wherever the work of the mis-
sionaries spreads the knowledge of Christ
