The milking qualigies of a cow depend more upon
those of her sire’s mother than upon those of her
own mother,

One cow which will give 5,000 pounds of milk in
& season, will bring more net profit than three cows
producing only 3,000 pounds each.

Good butter and cheese cannot be made from the
milk of cows which are deprived of pure water.

Put a few ears of corn in the oven and let them
remain antil reduged to charcoal, Feed this to the
fowls and notice the increased egg production,

There is one point that should be deeply im-
pressed upon the dairyman’s mingd, and that is, if
he wants to make a first-class article of butter, he
must churn often. Never let the cream get over
three days’ old, no matter how cold it may be kept.
If eold, it will get old, flat and frinky. If sour, the
whey will eat up the best butter globules, Churn
as often as you can.
