In reply to Mr. Ross, Sir John Macdonald stated

Beaver River, June 23, (via StravBENZIE, June 

26 )—Rev. Canon McKay, who set out from this 
place to help the prisoners in, on reaching the camp 
of the Wood Crees found that the party had gone 
with them towards Pitt almost a week before. The 
Crees have Wandecing Spiris a prisoner and 40 
lodges ure coming to the mission here aud will 
arrive in four days to surrender. The few 
then lefe will likely disperse. 

Advices from Eimuuton country say half-breed 
scouts sent towards Lac la Biche, under Captain 
Begorge, by Col. Ouime, came npon wounded weu 
in almost every tepee. Tuus wehave heard of one 
other killed and others wounded at the skirmish at 
Frenchman's Bytte. The otal loss of the enemy 
there was three killed and five wounded. 
The 65ch are under orders to reach Pitt to-morrow 

and they are jubilant at the prospect of their release 
from inactivity. A waggon train of supplies will 
also leave to-morrow forenoon, so that when a gen- 
eral movement is made there will be as little delay 
as possible. The reason of vur remaining was lest 
the prisoners should come here and to afford pro- 
tection to the Chipewayans, who were afraid of the 
150 Crees at Lac Los Isles until some other arango- 
ments wero made regarding them. 
Fort Pitt, June 23, (via Straubenzie, June 26 

— Andrew Nault and Atrvm Minture charged with 
inciting Indians to acts of vivience and murder were 
brought before Col. Herchimer ti-day. The wit- 
nesses against them were W. J. McLuan and J. B. 
Parry, two of the released prisoners, The deposi- 
tions of Father Lexoff, Canon McKay, Capt. Steele 
and W. B. Camerun were taken before Gen. Mid. 
dleton. A letter was produced in Minture’s hand- 
writing and signed by Nault, addressed to a half- 
breed at Lac La Biche. It had been intercepted by 
Canon McKay. The letter spoke of having gained 
a victory at Frog Lake, asked the half breeds 
and Indians join Big Pea, and send Big Bear's and 
the writer's compliments to the people at Lac la 
Biche. Father Legoffe deposition was that the 
Chippewayans wonld not have j iined Big Bear had 
not Minture urged them to doso. Both were com- 
mitted for trial : 

Ei:hty teams were sent out to bring in Strange's 
column from Beaver River. They will not return 
for several days. The weather 1s very suliry. The 
firce will probably leave in three or fuur days, 
when it is expacted Strange’s force will have arrived 
and the Indians seni to the Wood Crees will have 
returned.

ENGLISH AND FOREIGN, 

A VERY REMARKABLE STATEMENT ON GOOD av- 
THORITY. 

The followiug remarkable account of the state of 
feeling in Russia on the Afghan frontier question 
during the recent excitement thers angnt in Eog- 
land is from the pen of ** B,” the authorative con- 
tributor of Contemperary Life aud and Thought in 
Russia to the Contemporary Review : — 
* Home affairs and interests have been engros- 

sing public attention within the last four months, 
Every body is feeling in Russia that the present 
time is not opportune for an enterprising foreign 
policy and the very inadequate results obtained by the war of 1877.78 have cooled Russian Jingoiswn 
for a good while, The Skernevirz meeting and its 
consequences have been accepted by general opinion, vot with enthusiasm, of course, but as a necessary geomicion of the real distribution of influence in urope. Oa the other hand, the latest enmplica- tions in Central Asia have not produped the slightest political excitement. A curious contrast to the agitstion created in Eugland is presented by the indiffsrence with which the news of movements on froutier, interpellations in the House of 

Parliament, and agreements by telegraph hetween 
the conrts have been received in Russia. Even the 
most chanvinistic papers did not try to raise the 
war-cry against Eagland, certain as they were that 
it would be met by general disapprebation. No 
man in his senses ever believed here that a conflict 
was imminent ; but this does not preclude a feeling of uneasines as to the possible arising of ‘exceptional 
circumstances’ At any rate, if the opinion of the 
country has any weight in such matters, the prevail. 
ing wish for peace and distrust of adventures which 
may lead to war, inust be taken as a favorable au- 
gury at least for the immediate future.” 
Lonp w, June 27. —A report comes from Paris 

tonight to the « ffect that two French torpedo hoats 
belonging to the China squadron, which has been 
missing since April last, were sunk, during a fight 
with Chinese war vessels. The fact of the disaster 
has hitherto been suppressed, and it is expected 
that, when a full official inquiry is instituted in 
regard to the condition «f the Frerch squadron of 
Chinese waters. it will be found to have suffered 
more severely than the.public has been allowed to 
know, and that similar calamities have befallen 
other vessels of the fleet,
