value and interest shall, at the General's death, or
if Mrs. Graut desires it sooner, be presented to the
Government at Washington, where they will re-
nain as perpetual memories of his fame and of the
history of his time,

This is, of course, very geperous, but the con-
dition coupled with it takes the poetry ont of it.

Aud now we wish to repeat that while it may be
well enough to discuss in a general way the question
of union, it is not wise 1o undertake in newspaper
articles, or in any public way, the discussion of a
possible union. T\ do 8o can accomplish no good,
and will certainly have the effect of awaking, on
both sides, all sorts of fears and suspicions. It is
better to let the leaven of union-~if, as we believe,
therv is such leaven —work in its own way. At the
right time and in the right way the matter of
details will be dealt with aud adjusted if the move-
meot is of God. We hope brethren who may write
at any time will keep this suggestion in mind.

It may be ueged
that in attempting to amend the Law iu this parti-
cular, the way is opened for i*s oppunents to eripple
it in avwe other way. Very well, let them try it,
It is betrer for to take the risk-of that than to d
vothing. Without such amendment, especially in
view of the hostile attitude of so many judges, the
enforcement of the Law is made a constant struggle,
and though it does goud, it falls short of doing all it
might.  lInstead of trembling with fear of what
injury may possibly be done, it is braver and wiset
to go determinedly to work to perfect the Law;
The people want a strong and «ffictive law, ane.
representatives who choose to stand in the way of
it, are at liberty to take their own risks, We hope
to see an attempt in the approaching session of
Parliament to strengthen the C. T. A. at every
point where it is weak, and to supply every defi
clency in its enforcing clauses.  Temperance organi-
zations, the Prohibitory Alliance, in which includes
representatives of them all, and temperance men
generally should tuke steps to bring this matter
to the attention 0! Parliument, and 1o urge strongly
the necessary legisiation.

Since writing the foregoing we have learned that
the part of the Licenss Liw that was applied to the
enforcement of the Canada Temperance Act has
been sustained by the Court's judgment.

Ou the first page we give this week a picture of
the buildings recently purchased by the Union
Baptist Education Socicty for the purposes of the
Seminary. We think few if any of our readers
will object to the space given to the cut, as the
great majority of them are deeply interested in the
Suciety's underta¥ing  They will, hercafter, have
a better idea of what the Seminary is like.

The following, a condensation of the h story of
the Education 8 .cicty, and a description of the
Seminary buildings and grounds, furnished us by
the ofticers of the Society :

In April, 1884, an act of incorporation was
secured, by which, on the 19.h of May last, the
Baptists of New Bruonswick, the Free Christian
Baptists of N :w Brunswick, sod the Free Bapusts
of Nova Seotia, became Juint owners and supporters
of the institution, The Sciety is ca'led the
** Union Baprist E lucatioa 8 wiety,” and 1ts Board
of Direétors are: Hon, A. F Randolph, Charles
Kvorett, David V. Roberts, Juhn March, F. Me-

Uunder the mauagement of this Board the Semi-
nary is now working.

The schoul ocenpies rented baildings in St. John,
[t has from the first buen the purpose of the Direc-
tors to proenre suitable buildings, ete., to be owned
by the Sopiety. They, however, wete nnwilling to
ake the sole responsibility of choosing a site for
the new institution, aud, accordingly, general

The Semiuary's situation is described as follows :
[n picturesqueness sod nataral baauty the sur.
roundings of 8r. Juhn are hardly excslled on the
continent, Frowm Rid Head, Mount Pleasaut,
Fort Howo, the cliffs of Puguiock, and the heights
of Carleton, views are obtained which visiting
artists pronenuce unrivalled, and which have, time
and again, been transferred to canvas by paiuters
«f the highest emineuce. 3ut the attractiveness or
the places to which reference has been wade, espuci-
ally Mount Pieasant aud Lancaster Heights, is
hardly less due to art than to nature ; here have
been erected many of the finest residences in the
Province, with surrounding groands elaborarely
laid out, and here what the world is pleased to
term its enlture and refinement finds a centre.
From Carleton Hvights brauch many pleasant high-
ways and byeways. Oue leads by Greenwood
Cemetery throngh pleasaut fields, and by beautiful
beaches to Manawagonish beach, the counterpart ol
which the writer hus never seen except upon the
[sland of Grand M3oan ; another leads to the M-
tello tower, which with that at Newport, Raode
[sland, are the onply structures of the kind in Am-
eriea ; a third leads through the village of Fairville
and Kut the elegant residences of James Manches-
ter, Richard Thomps i, and many others, to Spruoce
Luke, Musquash aud Lepresnsx, or through the
pleasant avenues of Pisarineo ; another wiads
awong the hills by Spurr Cove, Puint Pleasant and
Wentficld to the charming valley of the Nerepis,
The Heights of Lianeaster, on which the Sewminary
property oecupies w commanding position, com-
mands & wide land and water view, vxtending over
Partridge lsland to the shores of Nova Seotia, w
Cape Spencer, the shores of the Bay from Mispee
to Head, from Red Hoad alouy Courtenay
Bay, aud up rhe vallsy towards Sussex, the pictur-
“*Guie abures of Konushoccasis Bay, the grand scen-
wry uof the River, aud u: the weat aud south a huu-
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eetly in front, the fails pour through iheir narrow
chasm, which is epwunad by the Suspension bridge
and soon will be by the cantilever, which is in
course of ercetion by the Bridge and Railway Ex-
tension Company, while nearer at hand lies Navy
Island, which was onee the headquarters of the
Micwacs, and was ofteén troddon, es traditien says,
by the feet of the divine Gloscsp. Through the
harbor the solitary craft of DeMonts adventured in
1604. On the Caileton side of the river, and in an
almost direct line butween the Seminary aud Navy
Island, LaTour erected his fore in 1634, which,
during his absence ii 1643, was so bravely delended
by Madame LaTour against the attack of Charnisay,
who came over from his stronghold at Annapolis
ttent upon its capture.  The tragedy enacted here
i the following year is familiar to the minds of all
readers of nhistory. Across the harbor from the
Semivary, St. Joun i spread out like a panorama,
and all its principal public edifices and private resi-
dences are brought prowioently in view. Many of
the readers of this paper are unaware of the changes
that have been wrought in the city during the past
aecade. No city m Amwrica, of equal population,
has finer churches, public buildings and private
residences than this; its sqnares are becoming
nore delightful every year, aud iws society is noted
fur its culture and refinement

The bailding was erected by the late Mr. E. D
Jewett, under his personal snpervision, and without
regard tocost, it being his purp- seto have thoroughly
goud and satisfactory work throughout. That he
succeeded is fully demonstrated by the present
condition of the buil'iing It is a model of comfor
aud convenience, In its decorations much artistic
'aste was displayed, and they are unimpaired to-day
The extraordinary beauty of fresco work in the
reception rooms on the ground floor and in the
halls on the first and second floors, is one of the
tivst things that strikes a visitor to the builaing.

The residence stands in about four acres of
ground directly on the highroad leading from
Carleton to Fairville, and on the opposite side of
the road are ten acres more of land, which als:
helungs to the property purchased by the Baptist
Educational Soeiery from the Jewett estate, This
sccond plot has a skating rink bmlt upn it, and
several portions of the land are well adapred fon
lawn tennpis and cricket grounds. Toe residence
consists of a three story main building and ell,
with coach house and conservatory adjoining. A
very large green house and vinery is ou the western
side of the buiiding, while at the west are most
substantial stablee. Everything that coltivation
could Go to improve the grounds surrounding the
house has been accmplisaud. Stretching down
from the houeo to thu main road is & well kept
lawn, which 12 duitsd here aud there with trees
At the easteru siae and in the rear of the buildiog
wre some well wooded shrubberies. The exterio
of the house is very inposing and as it stands some
distance back from the roadway the full outlives of
its beauties can be easily observed. The whole ot
the of the building is of solid dressed
granite down to the foundations. In front of the
builaing ti has been faced. Ou reference
to the engraving it will be seen that in the from
of the house there are ten windows which front the
river St. John ard which give an execllent view of
the surrounding country.

Eleven massive gravite steps afford 1ueans of
entrance to the frout door which is iu the centre of
a tower which extends up the front of the entire
building. Tuside the outer door is a capacious
porch 6x12 feet, which is well lighted and tiled
The inner door is of massive mahogany, and from
its finish and superiority of coustruction gives an
index to the kind of workmanship which prevades
the whole of the building. On entering the hali
12x34 feet, the visitor is at once struck by the mag-
uiti®nt stzirway which leads to the upper part of
the house—it is of solid wahogany, with handsome
halustrades and newal post. Oa the right-hand
side of the hall is the drawing room, 19x62 feet,
and which extends the whole length of the main
building. It has four bay windows, one in front,
anuther in the rear, and two on the western side.
[u the centre of the room are three arches, sup-
ported by four handsomie pillars. It is proposed to
us¢ this room for class rooms, and a temporary
partition will be erected between the arches, thus
giving two distiuct rooms, as there are two doors
from it leading into the hall. Each room will also
contain two windows, a handsome marble fire-place
and a crystal chandelier. When an entertainment
or examiuation is given at the Sewminary, the parti-
tion will be taken down and the whole room thrown
open.  On the left hand side of the hall, near the
chtrance, is a room, 19x26 feet, which was formerly
used us a library, but the present idea is to utiliz-
it as a music room, as the sonnd would be confined.
In conseqrience of the southern portion of the room
being divided from the rest of the rooms by a hall-
way leading to the ell. When the door in this
hall is closed, all communication between the
ground floor of the main building and the hall is
cat off. On the other s de of this hall are two
rooms which front on the rear of the house. The
smaller room is 13x19. and is connected with the
uext apartment 17x19 feet, by rolding glass doors.
Leading ont of the larger room is the conservatory,
11x20 feet, with a ¢ nical shaped roof, tled floor.
#atdd 1o which are placed two handsome plate glass
mirrors. These two rooms were previously used as
dining rooms, but the present intention is to utilize
them for reception rooms. Off the dining room 1s
also a pantry which is titted up with closets for
storing table linen, glass, dishes, plates, ete. Hot
and cold water is aleo laid on io this room. Com
munication is had with the kitchen through thisroom
by means of a doorway, which is at present clused.
'he idea is to turn the kitchen, which is a room
17x22 feet, and well lighted, into the dining room
tur the seminary. Ofl the kirchen, and frontiug the
roadway, are two small rooms 6x16 feet each, The
heighe of all the rooms on the gronnd floor is 14
feet aud they are well heated by hot air and water.
Every room in the house has double windows.

The second floor contains four bedroooms and a
hall ranning the whole length of the building, with
three arched pillars at each end.  All the fittings
are of mahogany. A buck staircase on the eastern
side loads to the floor below., At the top of this
stairway is & door which leads to the ell and curs
off all communication with that portion of the
bailding. The room at the front, on the western
side, 17x18 feot, has two windows, one facing the
roadway and the other on the side of the house.
Ihe other room in the front is 18x25 feet, also
with two windows, At the rear, on the western
end, is a bedroom, 18525 feet, with windows in the
south and west, Lending out of it is a bath room,
which is titted up with every modern convenience.
It containe a sit bath, bath tub and shower hath
and every uother necessaty, So as to make the
hath r1oom available for the whole of the main
building, it is proposed to shut it off from the bed-
coom and give an entrance from the hall. The
other room om this loor is 16x18 feet, with two
presses, and faces the rear of the building, Al the
rooms on this floor have an elevation of 12 feet.
Each roow has » warble washstand with hot and
cold water laid on, Gas is liid on in every room
wnd the fixtures are very haudsome. This fluor is
heated with hot water and air,

Toe third fluor contains three bedrooms 18x25
feet, each with comwodious presses, and 10 feet
high.  The hall outside is 11x55, with a hard pine
fhor.  For the purpose of recreation, this lobby
will be invalnable, or it can be fitted 1p A8 & gymoas-
tim for the ladies, The rest of this floor is taken up
ny & very large water tank, which is filled from the
roof and alsu by means «f water pumped from the
fluor below. By means of this tank all water
closcts and draies throughout the house are
thoroughly flushed.

A spiral stairway leads to the ruof, froia which a
splendid view can be obtained of the surrounding
seenery,

Tue intention is for the present to use the main
building for the lady scholare aud the ell for the
buys. As will be sesn from the foreguing deserip

ton, the two buildings can be easily separated, the
only two eutrances being by doors on the second
and ground floors,

Ou the ground floor is a room 15x19 feet, which
will be used for the kitchen. It has a large cup-
hoard attached to it and the kitchen range, ete.,
can eusily be removed from the old kitchen which
«ijoine it and has a door communicating with it,
Aaj nuing this room is a smaller apartment which
will be used as a scullery, and leading out of that
18 the ¢ mch house, which is a fine, dry and warm
room, 18x24 feet.

Ou the sccond floor is & long hallway, 5x51 feet.
It also containe tw. bath rovwms, one 14x15 feot,
and the other 6x16 feet. There are four hedrooms
on this flat, of the respective sizes of 9x19 feet,
18x24 feet, 19x20 feet and 24228 feet. They are
all well lighted and will make excellent rooms for
the male scholars,

Su a8 to prevent the main entrance being used

for ordinary purposes, an eutrance in front of the
ell, which is at present closed, will be opened up,

[he ell a'so contains a hot water cistern, which is
well protected from the cold, by which the whole of
the two buildings are supplied with hot water,*

Toe basewent has windows on every side, and
through it run circular brick piers which support
the centre of the house. It containe a large siean
boiler for the purpose of heating the house both by

hot water aud air. A very large water tank is also
located in the basement, which is connected with
the reservoir of the water works by private pipes.

Drake's gasuline machine, with donble evaporating

pans, is also ficted up, and by its neaus the house

oblwlus & busnuful supply of light. A capacious
laundry is also located 1u the basement, in which

ure placed soaptone tubs, aud hot pnd cold water
s laid on.  The poot geliar is large aud frost-prouf,

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The arrangements
hmmda very best ons. Al drains,
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etc., are supplied with patent traps, and the refuse
is carried down pipes leading d rect into the river
St. Juhn. As the house stauds on an eminence
the arainage flows away inmediately,

Ia the grounds stands other buildings, which are
50 feet square, and it is expected that ultimately
that space will be occupied by the dormitories for
the male students, The hot houses have a glass
surface of abour 130 feet, with several rooms for
potting, ete. Sowe very fruitful vines are planted
in these houses.

Althungh the place was built for a private resi-
dence, it will be seen from the forego ny description
that it is well adapted, with very few alteratious,
fur the purpuses of an educitiona establishment.

TEMPERANOE NOTES.

-— Michigan is the next State that will undertake
to pase a constitutional amendment prohibiting the
manufacture and sale of spiritous, vinous or malt
liquors in the State.

— The Witness says the Montreal rum men are
afraid of an attempt to adopt the C. T. Act in that
city. They think that if a vute were taken the Law
would pass. Their fear is a good sign.

— The New York Tribune, which is by no means
a temperance paper, recently stated that *‘ one in
twenty of the inhabitants of he United States are
rendered idle and incapacit. | for work through
the lignor traffic ; and these, 1« not idle, wonld, at
ordinary wages, earn §200,000,000 annually.

— It is true now, beyond all question, first, that
the temperance agitation has, we may say, almost
nniversally taken the form of prohibition ; and,
second, that it is not slowly, but rapidly, pervading
the entire land.

As to the first fact, tho result reached —that pre
nibition is the legitimate form of the temperance
plea—is the ripeutd fruit of all previous thought

and experience and work in the war with the liquor
power,

— There has just been organized in Boston a
** Nati« nal Temperance League.” The platform of

the League is broad and strong. We give three of
the articles of the constitution:

** Art. . The name of this organization shall be
‘* The National League (non-partisan ard non-sec-
tarian) for the Suppression of the Liguor Trafiic.’

“Art. III. Objects: 1. The enforcement of
'aws against the liquor traflic. 2. The withdrawal
f legal sanction from the fiquor traffic. 3. The
suppression of the hignor trattic. 4. Our ultimat.
purpose 18, by constitutional and statutory provis-
wns, to banish the tiguor traffic from the land.

‘“ Art. 1V, Methods : Discarding partisan en-
tanglemeuts, we annonnce our sole purpouse to be
the suppression of the liquor iraftic ; and for this
we propose : 1. To create and intensify public
sentiment, by the pulpit, the platform, and the
press. 2. To educate the young, in the public
chuols and elsewhere, az to the nature and effects
of alcobolic liquors. 3. To use all legitimate civil
legislation, and to refer the question, for final de-
eision, to the constitutional verdict of the pe 'ple,
We invite persons of all classes, creeds, parties
and states to unite on this p'atform, and work and
vote against the higuor traflic without expising the
cause with its varied interests to the schemes of
personal politicians and the perils of party politics.”

Rev. Dr. Dorchester is President of the new
organization, and Mra. J. Ellen Foster the Secre-
tury, the latter fact indicating that the League will

have the co-operation of the temperance womean.

HITE HEAD NOTES,

Until quite recentiy the weather here has been
very open and pleasant for this season of the year.
This hus been an advantage to the fishermen, who
have diligeutly improved it, and a large numbes
of them have already realized encvuraging cash
returns from ** frozen herring,” which were taken,
frozen, and put into market in a reanenably short
space of time and with little labour. In their
eagerness, however, to get the herring into the
warket while the prices were high—the first frozen
herring always sell well—a fow persons secmed to
have either forgotten, or wilfully passed over the
commandment, ‘‘ Remember the Sabbath day to
keep it holy.”

This year the usual anuual sale of fancy goods,
held by the ladies of the Sewing Circle of White
Head, took the name ** Goose Supper and Christmas
tree,” and was all—in a pleasing and satisfying
sense—its name imparts. Much credit is due the
ladies, both for the quality of their cookery, and
the very tasteful manuer in which they arranged
the tables for the occasion. No pains were spared
tu render it satisfactory to all, and, judging from
the many expressions which were heard, their hopes
in this direction were fully realized. After ihe
wdnts of the inner man were satisfied, which, in
the case of some, was no ordinary underwaking,
judging from the large quantity of provisions they
consumed, and the length of time they were at the
table —and after the dishes and tables were cleared
away, the ladies in charge of the fancy goods de-
partment, drew back the curtains, whereupon the
wost attractive object of the evening was brought
to view. It was a 1aost beautiful sight, certainly.
The tree, thus suddenly exposed to view, was a
very large evergreen, every branch of it bending
beneath the weight of its burden, was ablaze with
candles attached to the boughs. The light from
thuse mauy candles, caused the wmany articles
hanging upen the tree to sparkle with brilliant
Iustre, which excited the adauration of all present.
Some of the . articles were of cousiderable velue,
sud cost no little time and pains in makiog them,
The time voeupied in seliing these gouds was both
short and pleasant, as all present not vnly scemed
ready and willing to purchass, but well satisfied
with both the quality of the article and the prices
pat upon them. At the close of the affuir, the
ludies found themselves in the possession of the
sug sum of sixty dollars, clear of vxpenses. Look-
tuy back aver the evening and its offects, we an
ied to deterwive that it was, in the wain, an enj 1y-
able occasion, It was, however, somewhat gruffled
hy the couduct of a few rude fellows from Easrport,
Maiue, who were at the time, under the infl ience
of hquor, which they brought with them. W.
cannot pussibly determine the great measure of our
iudebteduess to the existence of the temperance
institution in our widst, which is rapidly Krowiag
both iu iuterest aud mewbership. The good effects
of a tewperance society were, perhapa, never more
clearly seon, than in the general decorum of the
youug meu of the place on the eveniag of the
26ch inst.  Mut we are sorry to say thero are a fow
young wen here who can be ill-behaved without
the aid of rum, who hear little of the sermon, and
we fear understand less of it. A F

A STrRANGE SToRY —The Independent tolls the
following : Bome tiwe ago a Mouslem teacher ap-
peared at a mission stativn 1o the interior of Turkey
with fifteen followers, also Moslems, whom he had
induced to become Chbristiaus. These men had
apparently found the light by themselves in the
town of Nev Bhebir in Asia Minor, The Moslem
weacher seewed an intelligent mau, truly converted,
and he addressed a Christian audience with great
acceptance, tuking for hie subject Poter's denial of
Christ. The whole party were on their way to
some Christian ecountry with all their belongings ;
for they knew that they could not be allowed to
live as Christians in Turkey. They were again
beard from at the sca-coast ; and there they were
arrested and taken to Coustantinople. At Con-
stantinuple they were imprisoned in an out-of-the-
way place, and treated*with great severity, being
nearly starved to death. News of this persecution
reached the Eoglish legation, and a remounstrance
was sent to the Porte. Eflurts were made to see
the men, or open direct counnunication with them ;
but in vain, lndivect information was received of
the escape from prison of two of the men, and of
the fact that a court martial was charged by the
Turkish Government with the trial and punishment
of certaiu guards of the prison for connivance with
the escape of the men who had become “'infidels.”
At the same time that this court martinl was si »
the Turkish Minister of Foreisu Affairs informed
the British Legation, in answer to its enquiry, that
no such men exist, or have ever existed. Also, at
the sawe time, orders were sent by the Governmeunt
to the guard-house, :bor; the men :m‘h.mﬁnod b
to arrest any persons fovnd inguiriog for the prison-
ers.

DEBARRED FROM MARRIAGE. —Whether the reso-

It is stated that that bank has
the following arbitrary resolution : * The board
heing of opinion that it is on many grounds expe-
dient for clerks employed by the bank; to contract
marriages on insufficient means, Resolved, As a
<eneral rule, but subject to sny exceptional circum-
stances which may induce the board to dispense
with such rule, that in future if any member of the
stoff whose income is less than oue hundred and
tifty pounds a year shall marry, he shall be disquali-
fied from continning in the bank’s gervice, and will
accordingly be required to retire trom it."”
