PARLIAMENT.

Petitions against weakening the C. T. Act, and
in favour of Prohibition continue to pour into
Parliament.

Sir John, moving his resolutions respecting the
appointment «f & chairman of committees, stated
the necessity for such officer was felt in the English
Parliament and in the Australian Legislatures.
The resolutions, taken together, provide : (1st) for
a chairman of committees of the house ; (20d) that
the appointment shall hereafter be made at the first
session of Parliament to continue during the exis-
tence of that Parliament, and that the chairman of
eommittees shall act as deputy speaker. Mr. Blake
objected that the question should have been re-
ferred to a committee for examination, and moved
accordingly in amendment to Sir John's motion,

The house divided, when there appeared for the
amendment 59 ; against iv 121.

The house proceeded to the election of said
chairman, and M. B. Daly, M. P., for Halifax,
was elected on the same division.

Sir Leonard in answer to Charlton, said the
gross amount of the public debt on 1st January,
1885, was $263,739,140.

In answers to Gigault, Sir John said the Govern-
ment hoped to bring down a measure for the pur-
pose of establishment of a bureau of agriculture
and an experimental farm in connection therewith,
in accordance with the suggestions of the commit-
tee appointed last session to enquire into the agri-
caltural intereats of Canada.

In answer to Blake Hon. Mr. Pope said the earn-
ings and working expenses of the Intercolonial
during the six months ended 31st Dec. last, were:—

In anawer to Farrow, Sir John stated it was not
the intention of the Government to create a divorce
court, instead of having applications for divorce be-
fore Parliament.

In answer to Cameron of lnverness, Sir Hector
Langevin stated that no action had yet been taken
with a view to extend the Telegraph system from
Cape North along the north west coast of Cape
Breton.

In answer to Burpee, Sir Leonard Tilley said the
Government had taken steps towards promoting
the extension of our trade relations with other
countries, but that it was not in the public interest
to state what countries.

In answer to a question, Sir John stated there
were J Indiau superintendents in Ontario, 2 in
British Columbia and 1 each in New Brusswick,
Quebec and P. E. Island.

In answer to Holton, the Premier said the Gov-
ernment had not obtained any security from Sena-
tor Ogilvie for repayment of money loaned by the
Government to the i:xchlnge Bank and guaranteed
by the Senator, nor had the Government taken any
action against the secator to compel him to pay the
amount of his guarantee, because the case is still
before the courts and it was not yet decided that
the clzim of the Government was not a privileged
claim against she bank itself.

In answer to questions, Sir Leonard said the
Government had made a temporary loan of two
millions since 1st Feb.

Pope said the total number of settlers coming in-
to Canada last year was 103,824, That 20,779
went to Manitoba and the North West. The coun-
ties whence immigrant settlers came into the North
West were : Great Britain 6,920, United States
9,728, and the balance from Germany and other
European countries. Froia Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick 545 settlers went to Manitoba and the
North West ; from Quebec 1,468, and from Ontario
7,473, ; and in answer to , Pope said the Gov-
ernment had received $39,000 on account of their

The Mary E., Capt. Buchanan, arrived from
Point Lepreaux Monday morning, with 60,000
frozen herring, and is djscharging in the Market
slip.

The grounds are now
occupied by a fleet of six or eight fishermen, and
the catch at last accounts was quite as good as at
any time previously this season. The market is
nearly bare of frozen codfish,several carloads having
been shipped hence to Ontario and Quebec within
a few days.—Sun.

It would seem that New Brungwick will be pretty
well represented at the International Exhibition at
Antwerp, commencing in May. Manufacturers of
woodenware, horse sleds, skates, and” workers of
red granite and minerals, and dealers in fish and
other native products of the country, have written
Mr. Best, the collector for New Brunswick, in-
timating their intention of preparing specimens for
the great exhibition. Entries will be received up
till the 1lat of March, but should be ready for
shipment during the first week in that month.

Sunday evening fire was discovered in Mrs.Sayre’s
building, on Main street, Moncton. A. S. McKay,
shoe dealer, and Peter Morrison, grocer, occupied
the lower flat,the upper being used as a dwelling
house. The goods and furniture were removed in
a damaged condition. The adjoining building,
owned by Mrs. Henderson and Councillor Forbes
also caught fire, and before the flames could be
subdued, both buildings were destroy~’. Jas,
Flanagan’s building was damaged , and Lis stock of
dry goods removed. Mr. Flanagan's stock and
building are insured for $5000. Mr. Morrison had
$600 insurance.

A correspondent writes to an exchange from
Restigouche : The last few weeks have been inten-
sely cold, and every few days comes a blinding snow-
storm. Snow-drifts are everywhere and in some
places they are 10 and 16 feet high. In other places
roads have been tunnelled out. There are days
when walking is impossible. Those who venture
out must either crawl or wade through deep snow,
without seeing where they are going, sometimes
being blown out of their course, and often freezing
their fingers or some part of the face. Owing to
the snow-blockade the Dalhousie Branch R. R. is
scarcely used, and probably the train will not run
much before spring.

Alexaander Black of Dorchester was in London at
the time of the dynamite explosions last month,
having gone there in the bark John Hickman, Capt.
Jones master. He was actually a sightseer in West-
minster Hall at the time of the explosion and, not
wishing to be put to the trouble of an arrest, was
making a hasty exit, when violent hands were laid
on him and he was conveyed to Kings street prison
where he remained some eight hours, until Capt.
Stephen Atkinson and others went to Scotland Yard
and were able to establish his identity and effect
his release. He was quite near Mr. Gladstone's
seat at the time of the explosion.—Sackuville Post.
A profound sensation was cansed in Woodstock,
Monday evening, by Major D. McLeod Vince get-
ting shot through his right arm. The circumstances
surrounding the affair are most mysterious. The
major was coming from the Queen street railway
station in company with Mrs. Burtt,» and when
near the Exchange hotel he felt his arm paralyzed.
He soon saw blood streaming from it and on exami-
nation discovered the cause. His arm was pierced
through above the elbow. Doctors Smith and
Colter were soon in attendance and rendered surgi-
@l aid. On probing round the wound it was found
the ball had passed through the arm. The wound
bled profusely and the patient is suffering severly,
but bore the surgical operations with fortitude. The
origin of the deed is as yet shrouded in mystery.
The victim did not hear a report of the fire arm
and does not know whe..ce the bullet came. It i4
generally supposed that the wound was caused un-
intentionally ; that the pistol or rifle was discharged
at random, orﬁy accident. That the wound was
caused by a bulet there is no doubt. The sincerest

sympathy of the community is expreased for the
wounded man, —T'el,

Extensive shipments of apples for the English
market from Halifax are being made.

The Lock Port, N. 8., lobster factory has been
converted into a skating rink. A Pity.

By a majority of 100 to 14 the people of Lunen-
burg, at a public meeting resolved to apply to the
legislature for an act for the incorporation of that
town.

On Wednesday, in last week, the echr. Mary
Locke, while nearing Locksport, N. 8., with a load
of salt, was discovered to be on fice. The crew
were compelled to leave the vessel, which after-
wards drifted cn to the beach enveloped in flames.

The furniture factory at Truro N. 8., was com-
pletely destroyed by fire on Tuesday night. The
factory, building and machinery, are insured for
$6,000, of which $4,000 is ir the Queen office and
$2,000 in the Northern office. The total loss is
roughly estimated at $10,000,

Some time ago more than 400 tons of sulphide of
antimcny had been exported from the antimony
mines in Nova Scotia, which realized the sum of
£11 per ton. This deposit is said to be of con-
siderable size, and as the slate in which the vein
occurs ie softer than the rock at Lake George, it
can be worked at a cheaper rate.—Sun.

The most disastrous colliery explosion in Nova
Scotia since the Albion mines disaster of four years
ago, occurred Thursday night of last week. The
Piotou mines seem particularly unfortunate. Ten
years ago the Drummond mines blew up, when sixty-
five lost their lives, and four years ago forty-four
lives were lost in the Albion mines, and now the
Vale explodes, killiug thirteen men outright and
badly wounding seven others. It was exceedingly
fortunate that the explosion occurred when it did,
as had it taken place one hour earlier or in any
part of daytime, when over 100 men were in the
pit, the loss of life must have been frightful, These
three unfortunate mines are all located within an
area of vix milee. The Vale employs 400 hands,
has an output of 400 tonsdaily, and is running full
time to fill a 60,000 ton contract with the Inter-
colonial railway. The men work in three shifts.
The day shift came up at eight o’clock and reported
everything all right. The night shift immediately
went to work and within an hour the explosion took
place, killing or maiming 20 of the 22 men in the
mine and creating nine widows and 29 helpless
orphans. The force of the explosion was so great
that seven of the men were killed at a distance of
half and three-quarters of a mile from the scene of
the disaster. When it is remembered that the
workings of the Vale Colliery is equal to an area’of
a mile and a half square of narrow, dark under-
ground streets, lanes and rcads, the tremendous
force of the explosion and the destruction foliowing
in its trail will be apparent. The work of drown-
ing out the fire, rescuing the survivors and recover-
ing the dead bodies, was only accomplished after
great difficulty. The verdiet exonerated the
management from all blame, but recommended the
use of safety !»mps in all new working places.
General public opinion agrees that the verdict is
proper, and much sympathy is expressed with the
company in loss they have incurred.

A lad named Donald McKinnon, aged 18. was
accidently killed near O'Leary’s Station, P. E.
Island on Friday last. He was in the woods felling
trees, and was found by his brother (who was haul-
ing lumber), lying in the snow insensible. A tree
that he had cut lodgéed against another, which
caused it to fall towards him. The top branches
struck him on the head, and he died twelve hours
after the aceident, never having spoken after being
struck.—Summerside Journal,

We regret to learn that Dr. Mclutire, M. P., for
Kings Co., P. E. I, who was badly frozen in the
late ice-boat disaster, is not expected to live. The
other passengers and crew are doing as well as can
be expected, some will lose fingers or toes, but are
otherwise out of danger. A passenger who crossed
from the 1sland on Tuesday informs us that the
lives of the entire company were saved by Dr.
McIntyre preventing them from using liquor, which
most of the passengers carried. - Amherst Sentinel,
