Prelimin- 

ary examination of the deposit has al- 

ready covered an area of about two 
square miles and the border line of the 

deposit has not yet been reached, ac- 

cording to those who have been mak- 

ing the investigations. Assays made 

at Ottawa indicate the ore value as 

high as $15 per ton.
