“M-O-R-O-N, M-O-R-O-N, M-O-R-
O-N, we will call him moron,” sang the
“Raging Grannies” to the tune of the

old song B-I-N-G-O.

The Raging Grannies were some of
the hundreds present at the protest
against the impending war on Iraq. The
bitterly cold Saturday anti-war protest
brought around 300 Frederictonians
together outside City Hall at 1pm. The
building was surrounded in a swarm
of people of different ages, groups, and

all walks of life.

The Fredericton “raging grannies”
consisted of fourteen elderly women.
At Saturday’s protest they were singing
songs deflating the credibility of the war
on Iraq.

Created in 1982, the ‘raging
grannies’ is an international group,
according to the leader of the quaintly

dressed and exuberant cluster of mature
activists.

According to the activists, human
rights is an important issue to the
protest goers.

“For every one military personnel
that dies, seven civilians are lost,”
shouted Asaf Rashid from the steps of
city hall on a battery-operated
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loudspeaker to which the crowd
responded enthusiastically.

“Fuck the troops, fuck the troops,
fuck the troops...” yelled a handful of
angry demonstrators.

The organizers achieved a peaceful
celebration while making a statement

In lieu of the raise in bus fare, there are
some questions being raised about
smaller prices for students.

Although the $1.60 is still less than
one might find elsewhere, other
universities have implemented a

| ‘universal bus pass’ to accommodate the

students.

Some are asking why UNB hasn’t
followed suit.

Student Union VP Executive John
Campbell explained that essentially, a
new fee would be added at the
beginning of the year and the student

“Universal’ - pass it on

pass throughout the school year.

As it stands, Fredericton Transit
offers a monthly student pass for $38
which Brad Cameron, Manager of the
Transit Division in the City of
Fredericton, believes to be the best
option.

“What we tried to do at the university
was to give them an[other] option,” said
Cameron. “We’ve held lots of
discussions over the years about access
to the SUB.”

One of the questions in circulation is
why this hasn’t happened?

Infrastructure would have to take
place in order for the buses to reach the
turn at the top of Pacey Drive, said
Cameron.

However, in discussions with the
UNB Student Union, the city was not
willing to pay for any of the changes
