What is Being Done in the Tem-
perance Gause hy Roman
Gatholics.

I desire at the outset of the few
remarks I propose to make, to declaim
any invidious ~intention. 1 am
warned by the old saying that
“ Comparisons are dangerous.”
T'he remark is often made, ¢ Such
a class do mot seem  “to manifest
muech interest in the cause.” I am
of opinion that in one way' or another
all classes of Churchmen are doing a
fair share of work; but this much I
may fairly eclaim for our Roman
Catholic friends, that they are in
the front rank of carnest, untiring
workers, as shown by almost numper-
less Societies . -in. every town and
village in Canada.
Not the least pleasant of the
results of the interest felt in the
advancement of temperance has been
the breaking down of the barriers so
long preventing that close relation
that should exist with all good men,
to unite in the philanthropic move-
ments of the present day.
The following incident is a case in
point, and is very interesting,
showing the manner in which two
great divines became advocates of
total abstinence ; the first is that of
FATHER MATHEW.

He was met one day in an hospital
in the City of Cork by William
Mackin of tle Society of Friends,
who thus addressed the Priest: ¢ Oh,
Theobald Mathew, what mightest
thou not do, if thou would’st take
part in the ¢ great work of temper-
ance.”  This language stirred to its
deepest the soul of the young priest,
who, after much meditation and
prayer, resolved to enter the ranks of
the advocates of total abstainers ; and
his own words on that occasion have
since become memorable : «“ Here goes,
in the name of God,”—and how nobly
he performed his ‘work is known to
the whole world.

Shortly after Dr. Guthrie becam«
a convert to the cause in a manner
which is worth repeating, He was
travelling in Ireland one day, and it
being very wet, he stopped at an inn
and invited the driver of his car to
partake of a glass of whiskey, « Faith
[ won’t touch a single drop of it,”
said the driver. * How is that?”

driver, “and I won’t taste a single |
drop of it.” This 1eply of an untu-
tored peasant reached the soul of the
good man,and he said, ¢ if this simple
man can abstain from drinking
whiskey, why should notI,” and thus
Dr. Guthrie became an ardent tem-
perance worker with wonderful suc-
cess in England and Scotland.

To what more hopaful sign can the
temperance man point than is con-
tained in the following extract {rom
the Montreal Witness :—

“ One of the most cheering spec-
tacles for the friends of temperance
‘was witnessed here last night, in the
presence of

ARCHBISHOP TASCHEREAU,

the highest dignitary of the Roman
Catholic Chureh in this Province, and
a number of the Priests openly and
heartily co-operating on a pnblic plat-
form with the Protestant clergy of the
city, and prominent laymen of all
creeds, in temperance work.

The occasion was the annual
meeting of the Quebec Vigilance
Association, of which His Grace
Archbishop Taschereau is honorary
and Dr Marsden active President,
The meeting was held in Vietoria
Hall, His Grace occupied the chair,
attended by the Rev Father Grenier,
and a number of other Catholic priests.
Among the Protestants present were
the Rev Messrs Houseman, Ridley
Reoxford and Lucas, the last named
having come to Quebec to lecture on
the Scott Act.

During the afternoon Mr. Lucas
had a long and most sympathetic in-
terview with His Grace at the Arch-
bishop’s palace. ~ Speeches were de-
livered and resolutions passed at this
meeting, and nodoubt the good cause
received a boom in Quebec and the
liquor traffic'a blow from which it
will never recover. It is evidently
doomed in Quebec.”

Since this meeting = Archbishop
Taschereau has formally set the seal
of his approbation upon the move-
ment by ordering 20,000 copies of the
Scott' Act to be printed in French for
circulation among the members of his
Church, and on each ' copy appears
his Episcopal sanction —“Imprimatur :
+E A., Archpus Quebecen.” '

Again, in Charlottetown, P. E.
Island, we see the same happy results
following the combined action of
Catholic and Protestant on the tem-
Lerance platform. On the occasion ot
a meeting called to advocate the
adoption of the Scott Act, side by
side were priests and clergymen of all
denominations supported by  the
Catholic Bishop, the
RIGHT REVEREND DR. P. McINTY RE.

Were it necessary how many more
names of Catholic divines could be
added to the list, suchas Bishop La
Fleche of Three Rivers, Bishop
Racine of Sherbrooke, Bishop Tache,
with hosts of others.

Last autumn Cardinal Manning
journeyed from London to Liverpool
to attend a Temperance Congress; in
his speech he said, “1 admit that a
*Maine Law’ may be called an ex-
treme remedy, but have I not already
proved that there is an extreme evil.”

Who among the people of St John
and Portland will soon forget the
soul-stirring  appeals of the Re-
demptorist Fathers, on temperance,
and tor the suppression of the liquor
traffic, as uttered during the Mission
services on the occasion of the Father’s
last visit.

A fow evenings since at a mass
seeting held in Portland, in favor of
the Scott Act, a message was received
from Father Oates, saying : ¢,Some of
his people would have attended had
not pressing business prevented them,
but that he was in full sympathy
with them in the work of temperance.”

I know and am assured that, .in
view of the many temperance societies

already in existence in our towns and

cities, and of the efforts that are being
made by Roman Catholies in : the
City of Saint John and Portland to
'advance all good works, that follow-
'Ing the example of their Bishops and
i‘ Priests, all will unite, heart and hand,
