The friends of the 
rum party know the dastardly manner 
in which the late contest was con- 
ducted, and knowing that the much 
coveted prize was within the grasp of 
the reform party (had they came 

forward manfully and done their 
duty at the polls), they are actually 
ashamed of their connection with it. 
The whole business is dirty. The 
liquor vendors place a clean sign over 
their door—Dbut their business is 
filthy. 

Another slave to strong drink has 
suddenly passed away. A man that 
was once at the helm of affairs in 
this city ; one who held the first office 
in the city; a prominent merchant, a 
man of sterling abilities, suddenly 

taken away principally through the 
agency of this fell destroyer. The 
citizens have cause to regret the 
untimely disappearance of one of 
nature’s noblest gifts, the prime 
cause being the appetite for strong 
drink. 

Is it not a lamentable thing to see 
such untimely warnings almost every 
day. through the agency of this 
damnable traffic. How long are we 
to cry to the Almighty for the 
exterminating angel to come among 
us and drive this monster from our 
midst? On every hand we see 
devastation arising from drink. Have 
all the earnestness died out of the 
temperance army, that had shown so 
prominently during the Scott Act 
campaign, that had overflown the 
largest churches and halls in our 
cities and town ? We would like to 
know what opinion Mr. Spence has 
of the temperance party of St. John, 
the spread-eagle agitation which had 
been gotten up while he was with us, 
indicating a solid phalanx {or victory. 
What deception there are in large 
bodies. The prominent men in the 
Scott Act campaign were most 
conspicuous by ‘their absence on the 
day of the City and’ County election. 
But enough of this. To say the 
“least, it is discouraging to see ‘a 
handful of true temperance workers 
doing their very utmost in trying to 
achieve acts tor the amelioration of 
their fellow men, and receive no 
assistanee ‘from their co-workers.
