While thus labouring Sir Leonard 

was not. inactive elsewhere, and as a 
consequence we find him in the 
political arena, ever fighting for the 
suppression of the liquor traffic. 
Entering the Provincial Parliament 
in 1850, he at once commenced to 
streneously speak in favour of pro- 
hibitory legislation against cvery- 
thing that could intoxicate. and with 
such good effect did he maintain the 
war that some four years thercafter 
asa member of the Government, he 
introduced and successfully carried 
the first prohibitory liquor law of 
Canada. The law, by his instru- 
mentality placed on the New Bruns- 
wick Statute Book, prohibited the 
manufacture, importation or sale of 
any intoxicating liquor except for, 
medicinal or mechanical purposes. 
Unfortunately, hardly had this Act 
became law when it was repealed, a 
vote of wantof confidence inthe Gov- 
ernment on this question, carried, 
causing its resignation. This check 
was not of long duration, however, 

again soon a Minister 
and continued so, with slicht inter- 
ruptions, till 1867, when, on Confec.- 
eration, he entered the Cabinet off 
Sir John A. Macdonald, where he 
continued until acceptance of office 
as Lieutenant-Governor of New 
Brunswick in 1873. Scarcely was 
hisappointment to the latter position 
announced, before here and there 
the opinion was expressed that at 
last his so-called fanaticism must 
give way ; but those who knew the 
man had no fears. Their confidence 
never had the least cause to be 
shaken.
