The following letter, with 
goods accompanying, tells its own 
story. It is from the committee at 
Valley Falls to a wholesale house at 
Leavenworth :— 

“ Messrs. Hilty & Kane, Leaven- 
worth, Kan., Gents : —We this day |’

1 Simons, thirteen cases ot beer found 
in said Simons’ cellar after his 
repeated assurances that he had 
shown us all the liquor on his 
premises. 
We have been careful to warn Mr. 

Simons that if any of this liquor is 
ever returned by him and sold here, 

{he will surely go to jail 
We are happy to inform you that 

Valley Falls is now a Prohibition 
town. Three days ago we had four 
saloons, openly and defiantly running 
in full blast. But a moral cyclone 
struck the town and swept the liquor 
clear out of three of said saloons. 
The fourth - one is still loaded with 
rot-gut, but we have it plugged at 
both ends. Very respectfully.”

A new pledge was 
adopted, and the roll revised, and the 
Secretary, Rev. J. Jewell, prefixed 
O. P. to names of persons preferring 
the old pledge, and T. to those taking 
the new, who would totally abstain, 
and they became known as T. Total-
