Nova Scotia's Fisheries. 

1t is difficult to obtain full and accurate 
information as to the fisheries of the past 
year before publication of the department- 
al reports, as the officers are disinclined 

to give the public the statisics gathered 

except through that channel. But from 
what has been got at, the past seasons 
catch has been very little short of 1886. 

The report for that year places the total 
value of the seasons business at the prices 

“acepted by the department, at $8,415,361, 
while for the year 1887 the figureswill be 
‘about $8,380,000 at prices a little differ- 
“ent, but making no very great variance 
on the whole. The average annual catch 

for the past ten years, 1876-87 inclusive, 
have ‘been in round numbers 
$7,305,000, the past year's operations be- 
ing over $1,000,030 in excess of that aver- 
age, and only some $400,000 less tban 
that of 1884, which was the largest yet 
‘recorded. The total crop is divided 
‘among the different branches of the fish- 
eries in about the following proportions: —

THE EUROPEAN SITUATION. 

The fuller reports that have arrived ot 

Bismark’s great speech clear up some of 

the apparent contradictions of the tele- 

graphic summaries and comments. They 

also throw light upon the apparent 

anomaly that a demand, received with 

‘unanimous acquiescence, forj;an augment- 

ditional military credit should have 

caused a rise 1n the bourses and ex- 

changes of Europe. 

There is an improvement In two re- 

spects. The preparation for war, if it 

should come, and the frank disclosure of 

he strength of the alliance and under: 

‘standings of the central powers should 

have their proverbial peaceful tendency. 

By the studious moderation of his speech, 

by his disavowal of any hostile feeling,and 

by his promise to give not only a loyal but 

‘claim made by Russia under its treaty 

rights, he has made it easy for the Czar to 

abstain with dignity from any contem- 

plated aggressive steps. By his evidently 

somewhat exaggerated declaration of his 

hopes for a continuance of peace he aided 

mn producing the same effect, for Russia 

can gracefully abandon any immediate 

warlike intentions without the humiliat-

OTHER PROVINOES. 

—The government have authorized the 

minister of justice to discontinue proceed 

ings in the cases of the David Adams and 

Ella M. Doughty, United States fishing 

vessels, which were libelled under the 

vice-admiralty court of Halifax for pur 

chasing bait in the territorial waters of 

Canada. The reason assigned for this 

action is that the seizures were made to 

assert and establish Canada’s exclusive 

Jurisdiction over the waters under the 

convention of 1818, and that as these 

rights are recognized and established by 

the recent commission at Washington it is 

not now necessary to continue proceed- 

ings. - Chief Justice Macdonald in the ad- 

miralty court has not yet rendered judg- 

ment in these cases, andthe government's 

action renders a decision unnecessary. 

The only conditions imposed on the own- 
er of the vessels are that they give an 

undertaking recognizing the reasons for 

a stay of proceedings, and evading all 

claims on their part for alleged damages. 

Captain Warren, owner of four British 

Columba vessels seized 1n Behring Sea 

last year, has been informed upon what 

terms he can bond his vessels out. The 
amount is over $40,000. Warren says he 
cannot touch them at these figures.

WASHING WOOLLENS. 

As woollens are worn so much 
through the winter I would like to 
give my way of washing ‘them. I 
never wash two different colors in the 
same water, to began with. Of course 
it is troublesome. I use water a little 
hotter than tepid, and made very soapy, 
both to wash them and to rinse them, 
and am careful to preserve the same 
temperature in both. Ifit isa gar 
ment with a shape to it, T carefully 
pull it into shape and hang them near 
a hot fire. T think much of the shrink- 
age is due to hanging them in the cold 
to dry. I never send wool stockings 
to the regular wash, as I can make 
them last much longer by taking care 
of them myself. White flannels I roll 
in a towel till partly dry, and iron 
immediately. I think a good plan is 
to leave them for some other day than 
the regular washday. I’ve seen people 
put them to soak while the rest of the 
wash is being hung up; also seen them 
wazhed in the suds left after the other 
clothes were washed, and I wasn’t 

surprised at their being shrunken and 
covered with lint when they came in 
dry. Try my_ way.—ZFarm and Fire- 
side.

beat very light, then add one nutmeg, 
grated, flour enough to roli, one-fourth 
of a cup of water and two teaspoons of 
baking powder.
