TEMPERANCE FROM A I MEDICAL
POINT OF VIEW.

Mro Editor,—If permitted, we
wish in a sevies of letters to ex-
plain the vernicious action of the
immoderate use of aleohol on the
‘human system, hoping that the
knowledge thus imparted shall be-
.come the property of every temper-
'ance reader.

In general terms, we may state
that the abuse of alcohol causes
death by reflex shock, fatty degen-
eration of various organs, catarrh of
stomach, incurable disease of the
liver, affections of the kidney and
heart, delirium tremens, apoplexy,
epilepsy, paralysis, insanity, gout,
embecility,  dropsy, diminished
power to resist cold and morbid in-
fluences, and lessens the capacity for
work.

Death by reflex shock: An in-
dividual really possesses two brains
within one skull, one intellectual,
the other animal, the former the
seat of the higher ovgans of intelli-
gence, the latter that of the passions
and vital forces; as assistauts to
these in carrying on nervous action,

CATHOLIC TOTAL ABSTINENCE

the C. T. A. U. of North America
was held in New Haven this year, on
the 5th and 6th August. There was
a very large attendance of delegates
from all parts of the country, and the
meetings were most enthusiastic. The
President, Rev. Father O’Leary, of
' Wisconsin, presented a report show-
.ing the progress of the Union during
‘the year. There are now in the
_vicinity of 700 Unions with a mem-
bership of upwards of 40,000.

A mass meeting in the Opera House
on the evening of the 5th was literally
packed. The Right Rev. Bishop
McMahon presided and delivered a
powerful address. Father O’Leary
also addressed the gathering. Inthe
course of his remarks hesaid :—

““ You do well to be total abstainers, as you
hereby lay the foundation of all Christian virtue.
We all like to see length of days; every man
likes to lengthen out his life on this earth as long

,as he can, and this he can do by abstaining from
lall intoxicating drinks. We are accused of being
fanatics when we try to bring up our children in
¢ % way that is for their better spiritual well-
eing.

“*Life insurance companies discriminate
against persons addicted to the use of intoxi-
cating liquors, for they know that the use of
intoxicating drinks shorvens life. They will not
insure a lager-beer brewer, because they know it
iz not a safe risk, and they will not imperil ‘heir
financial stability by insuring sueh men.

“ We feel encouraged and strengthened in our
advocacy of total abstinence principles, because
we know that it is for the well-being of the
people.”

At the second day’s proceedings
the following  resolutions =~ were
adopted :—

“ The Catholic Total Abstinence Union of
America, assembled in its fifteenth annual con-
vention, atirms that the bond which unites its
Letnbers is hatred to the vice of diunkenness.

selling drink are our purposes. And these pur-

always seeking and following the direction of
the hierarchy and priesthood. .

‘“ We affirm that nothing -has ever more
plainly marked the Divine favor for our 1igtmm-

their pastoral letter, We most heartily thank
the fathers of the late council for their encour-

large quantity of 3alcoholic drink,
the first eftect, when death is to take
place by reflex shock, is paralysis of
cerebral hemispheres, or intellectual
brain; ‘next - follows paralysis of
spinal marrow, followed by that of
the limbs, with a total loss of sen-
sation and motion ; lastly, we have
paralysis of medulla, or animal brain
which gives origin to the nerves
supplying the heart and lungs;
these organs cease to act, and death
takes place. Drunkards are fre-
quently found dead, where the cause
of death'is a profound mystery, no
marks of ‘violence being found on
their bodies.

We have known of several such
instances ; some were found dead by
the roadside, while others died
during sleep ; they had just left a
grog shop after an evening’s de-
bauch. This dangerous rock, death
by reflex shock, should be engraved
upon our temperance charts, and
pointed out to the rising generation
in its true light, both by speech and
pen, that it may be avoided.

Fatty degeneration of wvarious
organs: Alcohol is a noted preser-
vative. The anatomist takes ad-
vantage of this property of alcohol
when he preserves specimens in  his
museum. Animal and vegetable
matter may be preserved for a long
period, immersed in this liquid.
One would suppose that those, who
drink ardent spirits during and just
after meals, had an economical ob-
ject in view ; viz. the preservation
of their food in their gastric recept-
acles, lest the next meal shouid nqt
be forthcoming ; but this practice is
clearly a violation of nature’s law,
as we eat only to digest, and any in-
terference with the process induces
diseases of which we shall speak in
our next. Our bodies are contin-
ually undergoing destruction and
repair. The lungs, kidneys and §k1n
are constantly carrying off particles
of effete matter from the organs and
tissues of the body, while the circul-
atory system, supplied by the tood
we eat, and fanned by the air we
breath, is incessantly repairing the
waste. Dhe use of alcohol as a
beverage interieres with this natural
process of waste and repair. Alco-
hol, by being taken into the blood,
meets with these eftete particles of
matter, and prevents their further
solution ; cor equently, they are
carried along n the [current; and,
being too large to find an exit by the
lungs, kidneys or skin, they are
lodged in small b!>od-vessels passing
through organs and tissues, where
they form nucleus, around which,
destructive changes of tissue soon
take place. It alsy comes 1n con-
tact with particles about to be
liberated from the organs and tissues
