He has used fig- 
ures of speach in Revelation to hide 
certain important truths until due 
time for their revealment. 

““Unclean Spirrts Like Frogs.” 
Three unclean spirits, according to 

the context, will proceed from ‘the 
mouth of the Beast, the Dragon and 

e Prophet, and will assemble 
ings and their armies on one 
the grea! Armageddon battle. 
highly symbolical language, 

s or teachings are represented 
as “fro The Pastor discussed frog 
characteristics — pompousness, infla- 
tion of dignity, and croaking. Thus 
read, the symbol signifies that these 
systems will send forth similar teach- 
ings.
