How to Roast Pork.

cups flour and two teaspoons bak-
inz powder. Bake in layers and
fill with jelly. To make the jelly
take the grated rind and juice of
one lemon; add one cup of sugar
and and egg, beat thoroughly.
Boil in double boiler till cooked.
Spread when cold and frost with
confectioners sugar.

Cream Sauce.

Four tablespoonfuls of sugar,
one-half tablespoonful of butter,
one-tablespoonful of hot water,
and one-half teaspoon of vanilla.

Jellied Fruit Pudding.

Cover 3-4 box gelatin with 1
cup of eold water, when soft, add
1 cup of boiling water and 1 cup
of sugar and stir until dissolved,
then add the juice from 2 large
lemons and strain. Let stand un-
til it begins to thicken and add 2
bananas and 6 figs cut into small
pieces, the pulp of 2 oranges and
12 broken English walnut meats.
Turn into a wet mold and stir oc-
casionally while hardening to pre-

vent the fruit from setting.

A Man Sentenced for Swindle Wins

Name in France's Army.

Paris, Dec. 6.—Georges Bienaime had
been serving as a military motor cy-
clist since August 1914. In the dare-
devil corps where 85 in 100 die every
three months, he seemed to bear a
charmed life.

During the six months’ battle at
Verdun he never failed to come up with
despatches, home letters, tobacco, al-
though hails of shrapnel barred his
way.
