7. Before proceeding to cons
reconstruct, renew, add to, alter
extend any portion of the plumbi:i: or
drainage system of any building or
premises, the contractor, plumber or
person contracting or having charge
of the same, shall (except in the case
of leaks) obtain from the Local Board
of Health a permit for the contemplat-
ed work.

10. The owner and the occupier of
any premises in connection with which
any work is done (for the doing of
which a permit is required under this
section without a permit, shall, as well
as the person actually doing the work,
he deemed to be guilty of a violation
of thege regulations.

Notice is hereby given that in fu-
ture all violations of the above rules
will be prosecuted, and the Inspector
of Plumbing in this city'has been in-
structed’ to take immediate proceed-
ings in the Police Court against the
parties offending.
