one who specially possesses the confi- 

dence of the railway employes. 

This board is to be originally ap- 

peinted by parliament, but it is to be 

non-political, permanent and self-per- 

The tenure of office Is to 

be substantially the same as that of 

judges of the supreme court. The 

trustees are to be appointed for a fixed 

period of seven years, and vacancies 

are to be filled in the case of the rail- 

way members, by the Governor Gen- 

eral in council, on the nomination of a 

majority of the remaining trustees. 

In regard to the Intercolonial, they 

believe that its absorption in a new 

system would be in the interests of 

the Maritime Provinces generally and 

in the interests of the tax payer who 

has sa right to demand efficient and 

economical expenditure of his money.
