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Pear, plum, and peach butters are 

made without cider. The pears should 

be ripe enough to cook up well and 

after being peeled, cored, and sliced, 

are put into a preserving kettle with 

a little water and cooked slowly until 

soft. The sugar is then added, one 

cup to one quart of sliced pears, and 

cooking is continued very slowly, with 

frequent stirrring, for 11% to 2 hours. 

Various sirups can he substituted in 

whole or in part for sugar. The butter 

should then be smooth and as thick 

as thick apple sauce. A little lemon 

juice and ginger and cinnamon, or 

other spices to taste, should be well 

stirred into the hot butter. Pack while 

hot in hot, sterilized containers and 

sterilize in steam as mentioned for ap- 

ple butter. 

GRAPE MARMALADE 

Best results will be obtained if 

about one-half grapes are a little un- 

der-ripe. Wash and stem the fruit. Sep- 

arate the skins from the pulp and 

cook the pulp in an agateware sauce- 

pan until the seeds are liberated. Pass 

through a sieve or colander to remove 

the seeds. Place the skins in a sauce- 

pan, add a scant half-pint of water for 

each quart of skins, and until 

tender. A thin slice or two of lemon 

may be added if desired, When tender, 

add this to the pulp and measure the 

mixture into a preserving kettle. Bring 

to a boil, and then add 1 pound of su- 

gar for each quart of material. Cook 

over a steady fire until 

boil 

the “jelling 

point” is reached, as indicated by the 

flaking or sheeting from the spoon. 

Pour into hot, freshly sterilized jars, 

cover and cool. When cool, pour hot 

melted paraffin over the surface of the 

marmalade to seal, put on the cover 

and store in a cool, dark place. 

CRABAPPLE MARMALADE 

Wash the fruit, remove the cores 

and cut or chop into small pieces. 

Place in the preserving kettle and add 

just enough water to show at the top 

of the fruit. Cook until the fruit is 

tender. For each quart of material 

add 1% pounds of sugar and cook over 

an even fire until the “jelling point” is 

reached, as indicated by the flaking or 

sheeting from the stirring spoon. Pour 

into hot, freshly sterilized jars, cover, 

and cool. When cool pour hot melted 

parraffin over the surface of the mar- 

malade to seal, put on the cover, and 

store in a cool, dry, dark place.

With the women of Ottawa making 
plans for a community kitchen this 
winter, it is interesting to note a novel 
experiment which has been tried out 
in England in connection with the 
scheme for national or communal kit- 
chens. 
A travelling kitchen has been tried 

out in Yorkshire. Electric tramcars 
are utilized to distribute cheap din- 
ners and to cook them while in tran- 
sit. At one end of the car is a cash 
box where orders are taken and tick- 
ets issued. The food is served from 
the sides of the car. Tt is prepared at 
the central kitchen in the city and 
cooked in the car as it journeys to its 
destination. The car is capable of sup- 
plying 800 portions. At the present 
time the national kitcens in Halifax, |

6,000 portions per week.
