figures recently compiled and just re-
ceived by local bank managers. It is
an inspiring indication of the patriot-
ism of the staffs of the banks, for it
represents a contribution of over haif
of the men employed in Canadian
banking institutions.

At the beginning of the war there
was 17,674 men and 1,609 women em-
ployed in Canadian banks. By Jann-
ary 15 1918, there were only 14,220
men on the staffs and the number of
women clerks had increased by over
500 per cent. Enlistment up to Jan-
uary of this year having reached the
figure of 7,741,820 additional men
were called under the decision of Mr.
Justice Duff cn March 1st, 300 have
volunteered since January of this
year, and 1200 more meéen have been
czlled under recent legislation. This
makes a grand total of over 10,000
yecung men who have gone from Can-
adian banks to fight and die for their
country in France and Flanders.

The places of the men have been
taken by thousands of women clerks
who are doing splendid work in their
new sphere. When interviewed with
regard to the work of the women,
local bank managers said .that all hon-
‘or was due to the manner in' which
Canadian women had risen to the
task of carrying on the growing bank-
ing business of the Dominion. How-
ever, they said it was out of the ques-
tion to expect the women to work as
rapidly or with the same knowledge
of banking, as officers of many years’
training in the profession. It is un-
derstood that the Canadian Bankers
Association is about to issue as ap-
peal to the public to co-operate as far
as possible with the staffs in the hand-
ling of greatly increased business, un-
der exceptionally difficult circumstan-
ces.
