Berlin, Dec. 18—A remarkable sen- 

tence was passed by the Potsdam cri- 

minal court on Anton Ludwig, a clerk 

twenty-four years old, who robbed and 

murdered a nurse aged fifty-two. The 

court sentenced him to death, per- 

petual loss of civil rights, and one 

year’s imprisonment. This means, if 
the sentence is carried out literally, 

that after he has served his year in 

jail (which is the punishment for the 

robbery) he will be executed. The loss 

of civil rights is merely a legal for- 

mult and of course unnecessary. Us-

Vienna, Dec. 17—The Hungarian 

Minister Haller delivered the follow- 

ing Antisemitic speech at a public 

meeting at Arad, Hungary: 

“The Hungarian people want the 

benefits of their work for themselves, 

and when they shed their blood they 

want to shed it for their country. They 

want to be masters in this country, 

which the Hungarian people acquired 

and have guarded for a thousand years 

They want, beginning with the head of 

the Administration, everything to be 

Christian and national in feeling, in 

thought, and in action. They do not 

want everything to belong to foreign 

usurpers and parasites. 

“The Jews who shout when one of 

them is beaten in Hungary so that 

it can be heard in America, should un- 

derstand that we want to impress 

upon all in our country that Hungar- 

ians only can ilve here. I only recog- 

nize a liberty of the press which has 

the liberty of the country at heart, a 

liberty of the press which gives us a 

Christian and National Press, without 

Jews. 

“We shall crush the head of the ser- 

pent of Liberalism. A Press Institute 

must be created, and only such as can 

porve their patriotism, their 

ity and knowledge, should be allowed 

to write in the newspapers. Only mem- 

bers of this Press Institute should be
