CONFERENCE 
HISTORIC DISARMAMENT 

MAY BE HELD 
IN OTTAWA IN SEPTEMBER 

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 4—A world dis- 

armament conference, vastly more far 

reaching in its scope and consequence 

than the United States multi-lateral 

be considered by the council and as- 

sembly of the League of Nations in 

September. 

It is said that in the event of the 

conference being decided upon the 

prime minister of Canada, Hon. Mac- 

kenzie King, may issue an invitation 

for the conference to be held in Can-

The multi-lateral treaty is more or] 

less a “gentleman’s agreement.” 

The world Gisarmament conferences 

will have behind it the power of the 

League to enforce its dictums. 

The maulti-lateral treaty makes a 

warring nation an outlaw, the Leagne 

can compel warring nations to make 

peace. 

At the same time the League in 

general, and the Council in particular, 

will discuss arbitration treaties and 

other measures for the maintenance 

of peace. 

Taken in conjunction with disarma- 

ment proposals the arbitration plans 

are expected to be the most definite 

actions of the League for the preser- 

vation of world peace yet made. 

Unfortunately for itself and for the 

world the United States Is not a mem- 

ber of the League of Nations and will 

be the only power in the world not 

participating.
