The late Mr. Glasier who would have 

been 87 years old today was a son of 

Duncan B.'Glasier of pre-Loyalist stock 

and Sarah Mitchell. He was born at 

Lincoln, educated at the old Shef- 

field Academy and later at private 

schools in Saint John. When his edu- 

cation was completed he joined with 

his father in the lumber business and 

for more than half a century was con- 

nected with the leading lumber in- 

dustrieg on the St. John river. In its 

day as many as five hundred men 

were employed by the Glasiers on 

their various lumbering operations 

Mr. Glasier's uncle, the late Senator 

John Glasier, was known throughout 

New Brunswick as “the main John 

Glasier.” This term later spread all 

over Canada an& the ‘United States.
