‘British Policy Emerges 

In so far as it dealt with Great 

Britain's defense programme, the 

Margate speech of Chancellor of the 

Bxchequer Neville Chamberlain might 

be regarded as flat reiteration of a 

theme ably and comprehensively cov- 

ered by Sir Samuel Hoarg¢ and others 

had it not been so carefully pointed. 

Mr. Chamberlain in two sentences 

translated his eulogy into a practical 

warning to Germany and a full reply 

to the Nuremberg campaign against 

communism, 

“The development of avfation to 

some extent deprived us of our insul- 

ar position. I can imagine no more 

sobering thought to any ruler who 

might he contemplating aggression 

against his neighbor than the know- 

ledge that within a few hours his 

action might be followed by the’ retal- 

iation of a force of such terrific strik- 

ing power as our new air force will 

possess.” 
That Germany was not mentioned 

can be accepted as diplomatic cour- 

tesy. But, having spoken so directly 

and while the echoes of Hitler's bol- 

shevist hysteria were still being 

heard, it was hardly necessary for the 

Chancellor to mention names. His 

choice of the word ‘ruler’ and tne 

phrase ‘might be contemplating ag- 

gression’ make the identification com- 

plete. 
For its significance to be fully ap- 

preciated, the warning must be con- 

sidered side ‘by side with Sir Samuel 

Hoare's recent remarks tc Italy on 

Mediterranean affairs. Together they 

indicate very clearly that Britain's 

attitude to Europe is being condensed 

into a definite and direct policy. The 

really wise among those nations with 

ambitions and programmes will not 

overlook the domestic signs, and will 

appreciate the importance of the 

Conservative Party’s resolution on 

mandated territories and Labor’s re- 

conciliation with rearmament. 

From it all they may quite properly 

infer that Britain is now determined 

to re-establish her old position, and, 

to the exteat that the actions and 

ambitions of outsiders ,might inter- 

fere with or threaten the peace and 
security of the Empire, she means 

again to hold and exercise a balance 

of power. ©

COMMUNAL AREAS 
ALL OVER MEXICO 
MEXICO CITY, Oct. 16—According 

to statistical data gathered by the 

proper office appertaining to the Ag- 

rarlan Department, there are to date 

in this country 9,430 ejidos, or village 

communal lands, duly organized as 

such, of which 6,564 are being hand- 

led by said Department and the re- 

of Communal Land Credit. 

Organization of ejidos has taken 

place gradually, and as and when ben- 

eficiaries were finally granted their 

holdings, this procedure being indis- 

pensable for development and prog- 

ress of such areas distributed by 

zones. 

Communal land funds, in accord- 
ance with the procedure followed, are 

assembled at agrarian delegations, the 

heads of which, so soon as said funds 

reach their hands, deposit them in a 

bank as the law requires, for treasur- 

ers and commissioners have no facil- 

ities for safe custody of such funds 

and might even be exposed to attacks 

and hold-ups. The rule that all funds 

must be so assembled likewise pur- 

sues another object, which is to pre- 

serve them from possible embezzle- 

ment; they are, however, in any case, 

at the ejido’s disposal for suitable in- 

vestment. 
As of June, 1935, communal funds 

amounted to 376,965.51 pesos, and by 

June 30, 1936 they had increased to 

476,937.26, thas is, by over 100,000.00 

pesos.

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GREATER MUSICAL 
TRAINING URGED 

Music Should Be Devel- 
oped on National Basis, 

Teachers Told 

TORONTO, Oct. 10—Delegates at- 

tending the first annual convention 

of the Ontario Music Teachers’ Asso- 

ciation weighed suggestions of Dr. 

Howard Hanson, director of the East- 

mainder 2,866, by the National Bank mén School of Music, Rochester, N. 
Y., that music should be developed on 

a national basis. 

Dr. Hanson told the conference that 

an organization based on three fund- 

amentals—education, standardization 

and nationalization. Each nation will 

be judged according to the treatment 

it accords its talent, he said. 

“There is no training which will de- 

velop a finer type of citizenship than 

music training,” said Dr. McArthur. 

“It will be hard for us in Ontario to 

keep pace as educators and teachers 

with the tremendous and increas- 

ing importance which parents are re- 

cognizing in musical education for 

their children.” 

Regimentation in any art is not only 

undesirable, but probably fatal, Dr. 

Hanson continued, but standardiza- 

tion which takes into consideration 

elementary facts and attempts to 

build a sound educational policy can 
hardly be criticised. A music teacher 

to do his job properly must be prop- 

erly trained.
