OTTAWA, Aug. 9—Bddie Gerard|

was buried today in Beechwood ‘Ceme-
tery, not far from the Pondg where
during the cold seasons mére than
30 yearg ago he gathered an uncanny
knowledge of hockey in whose history
his name is now Inscribed .as one of
the all time greats of the game.

Following a service at his homs
in Rockeliffe Park where he spent his
last years after a recurring throat ail-

ment forced him to quit the game,
the procession wound its way to near-
by Beechwood.

Hundreds of the men he played with
or against paid their last respects to
the man they named one of the ‘all-
time greats of hockey. Punch Broad-
bent, Cy Denneny, Sprague Cleghorn
and numerous others—they of hockey,

Long Battle

A long battle against the ailment
which eventually forced him into re-
tirement ended Saturday in hospital.
The 48-year-old mentor failed to rally
after an operation performed Ilast
Monday.

After playing for 11 years with Ot-
tawa Senators during which time
they won the Stanley Cup three
times—in 1920, '21 and ’'23, the great
defenceman hung up his skates. In
1925 he joined Maroons as pilot and
led them to the Stanley Cup the fol-
lowing year. Later he handled New
York Americans and St. Louig Eagles,
but without the same brilliant suc-
cess.

Gerard, however, did not confine his
athletic prowess to hockey. He
played for Ottawa Rough Riders foot-
ball team and was also a good base-
ball player.
