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THE ROADS 

The St. John Standard this morn- 

ing seeks to show that the present 

Highway Act is everything that it 

should be in the interests of good 

roads, because ‘“‘not a single amend- 

ment. §o it was moved by the Oppo- 

sition last session.”” A poor reason 

is better than none at all, ih is said, 

but this so-called reason has mot ev- 

en the merit of being poor. It is no 

reason at all. Because the Opposi- 

tion did not move an amendment, 

they knew they could mot carry, it 

certainly must not be assumed that 

the Act gives entire : satisfaction by 

any means. When the Bill was up 

for third reading, the members of tne 

Opposition moved several -amend- 

ments which would have made the 

Act infinitely more popular with «the 

public, only 45 have them in every 

case voted down by the servile ma- 

jority sitting behind the Government 

benches. The Opposition objected to 

the increase in the taxation and to 

the appointment by tha Government 

of one member of the Highway Board 

instead of all. members being ap- 

pointed directly by the people, the 

very things which have caused most 

dissatisfaction since the Act came in- 

to force, but their amendments were 

turned down every time, They might 

have gonz on moving amendments for 

all time, but each one would have 

met with the same fate, no matter 

how much they might have been in 

the best interests of the roads. Now 

The Standard says that because the 

Opposition does not continue this fu- 

tile course, therefore the sufficiency 

of the Hazen Highway Act cannot be 

disputed. Did.the Opposition do so, 

The Standard would be the first to 

accuse them of wanton obstruction, 

and read them a lecture upon xe 'in- 

iquity of wasting the time of the 

Legislature. 

The Standrard should learn a little 

sense. 

NEW BRUNSWICK IN LONDON 

The correspondent of The St. John 

Telegraph who expresses regret that 

while the Province was arranging for 

a pew office in London, care was not 

taken to see that its situation should 

be at least as good as the offices of 

the other parts of .the Dominion and 

Empire, instead of being in a side 

street, has certainly good ground for 

complaint. While there can be no 

doub’ that the location of the new 

offices is g vast improvement on pre- 

vious ones, at the same time it is a 

long way from being what it might 

or should be in the interests of the 

Province. Moreover, it is well enough 

for those people who wish to find it— 

any place for that matter would an- 

swer that purpose—but as the osten- 

sible object of this office is to bring 

the attractions of tha Province to the 
notice of as many people as possiple, 

whether they are prospective emi- 

grants or not, it would surely have 

been more advantageously placed in 

a main thoroughfare rather than in 

a side street. New Brumswick’s Lon- 

don office has surely been on a side 

street long enough, and the Provin- 

cial Government should have recog- 

nized this, and insisted upon having 

the best position possible. If they 

want to make a success of their im- 

migraticn policy, it is no use doing 

things by halves.

The farmers of the mest have 

shown that they are not afraid to 

ask for what they want, and have 

spoken their minds freely on the 

matters that most closely concerned 

them. They. have in general been 

met by equal frankness, and the in- 

terchange of ideas and convictions 

will no doubt prove mutually help- 

ful.

VANCOUVER ASKS 
SR WILFRID FOR A 

REASONABLE TARIFF 
Vancouver, B. OC., Aug. 16.—For 

the first time in a tour of over 3,000 

miles of railway travel, Sir Wilfrid 

Laurier today encountered evidence of 

a protection sentiment. 

Following a civic address of wel- 

come, a board of trade memorial was 

submitted, pointing out that with the 

opening of the Panama Canal manu- 

an impetus and encouragement, and 

urged the government to provide a 

“reasonable amount of tariff to offset 

the higher wages and increasing cost 

of living.” 

Later at a luncheon tendered the 

premier by the Liberal Association, 

‘Respectfully commending to your 

consideration, the fact that certain 

import regulations adapted to the 

provinces east are not suited to the 

interests of British Columbia.’ 

Alluding to the fiscal policy, the 

premier declared he had just come 

from provinces which were urgently 

and unanimously calling for free 

trade. Canada ‘must move forward, 

but progress must be made along 

wise and permanent lines. It would 

be the aim of the government to de- 

termine a tariff as ‘best adapted to 

the interests of the whole country. 

, On arrival at Mission Junction the 

train stopped while Sir Wilfrid re- 

ceived a welcome. At Siccamous 

Junction the Vernon Liberal Associa- 

tion presented the party with a large 

consignment of Okanagan Valley fruit 

The fruit packers waited upon Hon. 

Graham to urge aid to the sugar beet 

industry in British Columbia, pre- 

senting a strong case.: : 

Vancouver's welcome was on a 

mammoth scale. Thousands thronged 

the streets outside the depot and;the 
premier addressed the gathering from 

an automobile. He paid a glowing 

tribute to the growth, development 

and progress of the west, Vancouver 

being in the van. 
Replying to congratulations on his 

escape from the train wreck, Sir Wil- 

frid reminded the crowd that it was 

charged that he was born under a 

lucky star. It had certainly been his 

good fortune to be preserved. Of the 

things which had been accomplished 

in this province, he said: “It makes 

my blood tingle as a proud Cana- 

dian.” 
More than 700 attended the lunch- 

eon given by the Liberal Association, 

and greeted the premier with a re- 

markable demonstration. Sir Wilfrid 

was much moved by the welcome. 

In the afternoon, Sir Wilfrid for- 

mally opened Vancouver's first exhi- 

bition. It was a brilliant scene. The 

new grounds were richly decorated 

and an immense throng was present. 

“You have made a magnificent 

start,” said the premier, who coun- 

selled the directors to emulate lines 

adopted by Toronto’s National Exhi- 

bition, ‘‘which, in my opinion, is 

without equal on the continent, with 

Winnipeg closely in the wake.” 

The horse show arena, with a capa- 

city of 8,000, was crowded to the 

doors at night, when hundreds were 

turned away. Addresses were made by 

the premier, Hon. Messrs. Graham 

and Templeman, Sir Wilfrid dealt 
with the naval question and bespoke 
his ideas for a Canadian nation. He 

‘was accorded a magnificent reception.

HAY CROP THIS YEAR LARGEST IN MANY 
~ SEASONS; FRUIT HOWEVER, 15 FAILURE

The hay crop this year, both in 

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, is 

reported as being the largest for] 

many years, and the fine weather of | 

the last two weeks or so has engbled 

it to be harvested in first class con- 

dition. Farmers have now gathered in 

the greater part of their upland hay 

and will soon commente cutting the 

marsh grass, which, being of a less 

perishable nature than the finer hay, | 

is not harmed by a little rain; in- 

deed, it is claimed bly some that what 

is known as broad leaf hay is improv- 

ed if allowed to get wet once—it be- 

ing then cleaner, sweeter, more juicy 

and liked more by cattle. 
The hay crop in Restigouche coun- 

ty and all along the Bay Chaleur is 

the largest in years and the greater | 

part of it has been harvested in ex- 

cellent condition. | 

Nor does the hay crop stand alone 

for with the exception of apples every 

crop is exceptionally good this year. 

Oats and buckwheat are the heaviest 

for many seasons; potatoes and roots 

are excellent; pastures in fire condi- 

tion; live stock flourishing—in fact a | 

record year for farmers with the ex-| 
ception of fruit. | 

Itricts there is 
In Nova Scotia fruit growing dis- 

much consternation 

owing to the scarcity of apples. In 

some parts the crop is a total failure 

and orchards' that generally yield 

from one to two hundred barrels will 

this year barely supply enough for 

home use. Other districts more favor- 

ed will have a quarter crop, and 

lucky indeed is he who gets 50 -per 

{cent of the usual crop. 

There is, however a silver lining to 

the cloud for a certain class. Those 

who took proper care of their or- 

chards may expect a high percentage 

of No. 1s. There is no silver lining 

either to his cloud or his pocket for 

theman who neglected his orchard on 

account of the poor prospects. 

Live stock also maintains its place 

on the farm this year. Horses are 

high, as also are cattle and hogs, 

while there is an increasing demand 

for good mutton. The New Brunswick 

farmers do ‘not pay the attention 

they should to the raising of cat- 

tle, as is evinced by the fact that 

some of them have on hand much 

hay one and two years old. Neverthe- 

less more attention is being paid to 

this branch of farming than former- 

ly.
