McMASTER TALKS OF 
DAVID RUSSELL'S CASE 

New York, Jan. 25—Before 

New York this morning, Donald Me- 
Master, K. C., M. P., who was sail- 

ing for England, stated that he made 

a very careful examination of David 

Russell's case, and he could not see 
the slightest ground for the abortive 

proceedings adopted to incarcerate 

him in an insane asylum. 

Mr. McMaster said that on the con- 

trary he had never known Mr. Russell 

to be more sane in mind and alert in 

thought. There was not only no 

ground for such proceedings, but no 

one had any authority to initiate or 

authorize them.
