Yet his own great bank has never re- 

fused profit from loans to United 

Statesers who offered uncommonly 

high rates with gilt-edge secuirtgy. 

Farmers, however should act on mo- 

tives loftier than thosiz2 of banks. To 

take Yankee dollars by way of inter- 

est on Canadian money is even praise 

worthy. But to sell potatoes, eggs, 

cream, butter, onions for more dol- 

| tars than Toronto or Liverpool have 
been paying ¢s very reprehensible in 

farmers. This is not a travesty of 

Sir 'Edmund’s first resolution. e 

merely strip it of much verbiage, 

{and present its true meaning. 

| Second. It is all right for Toronto 
to ship extensive collections of On- 

tario raw produce to the States, 

Southward over United States rail- 

‘ways, and to import extensively 

northward, by United States lines 

‘not only United States products but 
| those of England, via New York in 

‘bond. All that traffic tends to main- 
tain Toronto as the emporium of 

Ontario. But reciprocity by freeing 

Ontario farm and dairy produce from 

previous United States custom taxes 

on imports may enable producers to 

escape Toronto dealers and to ‘ship 

"small consignments to those dread- 

ful Yankees especially if the inchoate 
| Internati onal Railway Commission 

tabulate and enforce fair freight and 

"express rates. That would be too aw- 
‘ful! The resolution inveighs magni- 

loquently, afmost as obscurely as 

| Sir Edmunds favorite Browning 

‘against reciprocity as a dire thing 

which would promote traffic by 

| north and south instead cf east and 
west routes. To be logical the Tor- 

| ontonian wailers should have implor- 

sd the Ottawa government to fimit 

Ontario imports and exports to east 

and west rerlways via Halifax, St. 

John, Montreal and Quebec. 

Third. Though Canad ans in gen-ral 

stand to benefit by reciproity some 
may lose. Obviously such log! rs must 

be persons whose interest is to keep 

lapners. and other self-supporting 

oroducers from getting bigger re- 

wards for their work. Pity ths sor- 

rows of the hitherto favored! recip- 

rocity may waken them from the 

pleasant dream of perpetual security 

in the smugness of a bear in a rug. 

Fourth. That the proposed agree- 

ment would ‘‘weaken the ties which 

bind Canada to the empire.”” There 

you have the whole of it. How hor- 

rible! But explain it. well, Toronto, 

has long been, with many of its ac- 

| tive citizens, a synonym for the em- 

| pire. That’s the explanation. The 

| premier of the other empire. Mr. As- 

| quith, is all for the new reciprocity. 

So is Lloyd-George, chancellor of 

that empire’s excheguer, officially 

pound to be a promoter of British 

union and trade.

Iwas then terminated by the powers 

at Washington, ‘‘Canada would be 

forced to closer trade relatioms with 
them, which would still further weak- 

en those ties, and make it more diffi- 

cult to avert political union with the 

United States.’”” Here Sir Edmund 

was Tennysonian. Behold him reap- 

ug ‘“the far-off interest of tears.” 

Fut, the resolution plainly anti- 

cipates Canada’s gain by reciprocity, 

though a previous resolution affected 
to fear loss by that same. Second, 

the gain will be such that, if Uncle 

Sam should stop letting Canada have 

it, then Canada might wish for poli- 

tical union rather than lose the cake. 

Yet the previous resolution postulat- 

ed that Canadians are so fond of the 

ampire that the mere allegation that 
their ties to it may be weakened by 
.eciprocity will scare them against 

the scheme! Sir Edmund seems to 
have forgotten that the loss of reci- 

procity in 1866 not only did not in- 

cline Canadians to annexation, but 

set them newly against it. Then 

they were comparatively poor. Now 

they are comparatively rich. He ap- 

pears firm in opinion that riches cor- 

rupt the heart, and ruin national 

sentiment. Sparta should be the mod 
el, not England. But it is almost 
wrong to treat seriously unmitigated 

bosh, which the resolution is, except 

in so far as it insults the Canadian 

people. To allege that Washington 

could draw Canada into political un- 
ion by first establishing and then 

abrogating reciprocity is to indicate 

a little patent for annexating the 

United Kingdom. Give John Bull free 

trade with the States, then take it 
away. His 40,000,000 will demand po- 

itical union five times as hard as the 
3,000,000 of Canada is so treated. 

This is mathematics, logic, and sense 

—of the Toronto Board of Trade 

variety. 

Toronto has a cinch on Ontario 

farmers and villagers. It might be 

slightly weakened: if the way to Buf- 

falo, Rochester, Detroit, Cleveland, 

New York, etc., were free to those 

farmers and villagers. They wish it 

to be friged, for the same reasons that 

caused their daddies and granddad- 

dies to abolish tollgates on high- 

ways. Ontario rural folks do not 
lack insight and humor. They have 
long mentioned Toronto as ‘‘Hog- 
town.”” It is a mighty brisk city, of 

great civic spirit, and resolution to 
hold what it has. So was the village 

of the Knight of the Sparrowhawk, 

in Enid and Geraint, of which Sir 

Edmund has read in his Tennyson. 
[ts people were self-important. They 

“mistook the murmur of their rustic 

burgh for the great noise that rolls 
around the world.” 

The Canadian protective tariff, be- 

ing maintained though lowered by 

Sir Wilfrid, has caused him to re- 

ceive support from a number of its 

beneficiaries. They are justly termed 

belly-Liberals. Some of them do not 

object to reciprocity per se, though 
they fear, just as Uncle Joe does, 

that the farmers, if sham protective 
duties be taken off agricultural im- 

ports, will be newly resolute to get 

the real protective taxes off manufac- 

tures. Others of them stand to lose 

their customary graft. Others merely 

fear any and everything likely to set 

the people thinking on the tariff. 

They are like those slaveholders of 

the 1850s who asked only to be “let 

alone.’”’ Don’t disturb anything! See 
how comly we are! Leave. us our 

good, customary pap bottle. Don’t 

warm the milk; don’t even enrich or 
sweeten it! Nobody can ever be sure 

what may came of any change! 

These lotus eaters supply the only 

rommercial voices against the scheme 

Almost all the Intellectuals are out 

in its favor. Dr. Andrew Macphail, 

himself a staunch Imperialist though 

no Chamberlainite, is about to issue 

a broadside of sound argument and 

biting wit in its behalf. The academ- 

ic mind is with him. It is powerful 

in the well common-schooled country 

rauled Canada. Be sure that the 

weight or argument will be all with 

Laurier and Taft. Yet the commer- 

cial and literary and academic forces 

are of no great account save when 

they accord with and utter the pro- 

found thoughts and instincts of the 

almost inarticulate masses. These 

feel, what they have always felt— 

that the paramount interest of Can- 
adians is to be on the best possible 

terms with great neibhbors essential- 

ly like themselves. They feel that 

whatever tends to such accord can- 

not do otherwise than serve the per- 
manent interests of the Britishry of 

the world, and of mankind at large.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 28.—According 

to the official report of th: fishinz 

disaster in the Gulf of Finland cf the 

500 persons who were carried away 

when the ice broke from the shore 

and drifted away, many have been 

lost. Their cries for help were not 

heard at the time, but late in the 

evening the shore watchmen observed 

the ice floe and ice breakers were 

sent in pursuit. In three days the 

search proved futile. In the mean- 

time the floe broke into several parts 

each bearing 40 or 50 persons. In the 

vireakup many fell into the water and 

perished. Two parties totalling 120 

persons Were subsaguently driven 

ashore. None of the remainder has 
been found.
