WILL C. P. R ISSUE
NEW STOCK THIS YEAR

(Montreal Witness)

The recent high price of 213 record-
ed by Canadian Pacific, has in part
been the; result of record-breaking
earnings, and in part the result of
rumors which have been circulated
.both here gnd in Europe, to the effect
that in the very mear future, Canad-
ian Pacific would issue a block of
new stock. This stock it is claimed
will be issued at §150 per share,which
would, of vcourse, give substantial
‘rights’ to stockholders.

In regard to these rumors Can-

adian Pacific officials state that they
have absolutely no intenton of issu-
ing new stock at the present time,
anl that rumors to that effect are
wholly without foundation.
At the same time it is entirely like-
1y that a new issue of Canadian Paci-
fic stock will make its appearance be-
fore the close of 1911. The company
has outstanding at present $180,000,-
000 common stock of an authorized
issue of $100,000,000, so that with-
out any increase in the authorized
amount the company could issue an
additional $20,000,000 which, at $150
per share, would bring $30,000,000 to
the treasury. If this stock were = is-
sued at $150 per share, and figuring
Canadian Pacific at present at
around §$210 to ' $211, the ‘rights’
which ‘would accrue to stockholders
would be worth $5 to $6.

Since 1902 Canadian Pacific in keep-
ing abreast of the rapid expansion of
Western Canada, has found it neces-
sary to issue new stock at least ev-
ery two or so years. For instance,
substantial rights were given to share
holders in 1902, 1904, 1906, 1908 and
1909.

While payment on the last issue of
$30,000,000 was only made last Sep-
tember, the issue is attritzated to the
year 1909, for ths present year is the
logical period in which new funds will
be provided for construction through
common stock issue,
