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AN OBITUARY SKETCH 
of the late J. W. Nutting, Esq., appears in 
a recent number of the Christian Messenger. 
The following extract will be read with special 
interest by those who had the privilege of an ac- 
qusaintance with this highly A servant 
of God : — 
James Walton Nutting fell asleep in Jesus 

on Thursday last, in the 34th year of his age. 
Mr. N. studied in the Academy at Windsor, 
and afterwards was a member of the first class 
that graduated in King’s College. Hg was 
admitted to the Nova Scotia Bar in 1810, and 
with the exception of J, 8S. Morse, Esq., of 
Amherst, who preceded him but a few da 8, 
he was the senior member of the Bar of this 
Province. He had filled the very responsible 
office of Prothonotary of the Supreme Court, 
and Clerk of the Crown at Halifax tor nearly 
sixty years, having been appointed to that 
office in; 1811. 

- He was perhaps more 
any other resident of t 
universal respect and esteem. In referring to 
his removal the press has given expression to 
the estimation in which he has been held.

contribution to the Baptist History of the 
Province.

MEETING OF THE BENCH AND BAR. 

At a meeting of the Bench and Bar, con- 
sisting of about forty persons, held this day at 
10 o'clock, a. m., in the Law Library, His 
Honor Mr. Justice Dodd occupying the chair, 
the following resolutions were unanimously 
adopted : 

Resolved—That this meeting deplores the 
removal by death of James W. Nutting, Esq., 
one of the oldest members of the Bar of Nova 
Seotia. Mr. Natting held for more than half 
a century the offices of the Prothonotary, 
Clerk of the Crown, and Master in Chauvery, 
and discharged his official duties with such 
zeal and courtesy as to command the highest 
respect of the members of the profession. He 
was one of the originators of the Bar Society 
of this Province, and for many years its Hon- 
orary Secretary. The deceased was a ripe 
scholar, accomplished man, a true friend, and 
a sincere christian; and his loss will long be 
deeply regretted by all who knew him.

sympathy for his family ; also the universal 
esteem in which he was held, not only by the 
members of the Profession, but by the com- 
munity generally.
