THE REMOVAL OF THE SEAT OF THE 
FOREIGN MISSION BOARD. 

When the Baptists of Nova Scotia, New Bruns- 

wick and Prince Edward Island, became united in 

one Convention, three objects were placed in charge 

» of that Convention, namely, Acadia College, Foreign 

Missions, and the Fund for the support of Infirm 

Ministers. It was then understood that the seat of 

the Boards of the two first mentioned objects should 

be in Nova Scotia, and the last in New Brunswick. 

After a time, however, it was found that the Infirm 

Minister's Fund could be managed more satisfacto- 

rily by the respective Associations, and therefore it 

was removed from the direction of the Convention. 

As the Collegeisin Nova Scotia, Wolfville of course 

must be the seat of its government ; and as Nova Sco- 

tia has contributed much more largely every year 

to Foreign missions than New Brunswick, the Bre- 

thren here have not felt that they had any just 

cause for asking that the seat of the Board should 

be removed to this Province. The Convention at 

its last sitting appointed a committee to consider 

the question of removal. but we do not think this 

was done at the suggestion of any New Brunswick 

Minister or layman. The consciousness of having 

done so little for the cause, when compared with 

Nova Scotia, would prevent us from making any 

move in this direction. ‘Then, these local lines are 

at best gilly things. Of what earthly consequence 

can it be, whether the seat of the Board is on this 

or the other side of the Bay of Fundy, if the busi- 

ness be wisely managed. The brethren there who 

compose the Board are all true men, quite as much 

interested in the salvation of the heathen, and in 

the proper distribution of all moneys appertaining 

to our Foreign mission, as any of us can be. The 

Secretary of the Board, Rev. Dr. Tupper, has devo- 

ted an immense amount of thought and time to this 

aubject without fee or reward ; and we do feel that 

it would be very ungrateful on the part of the de- 

nomination, in all the Provinces represented in the 

Convention, not to appreciate his self-sacrificing 

services. 

The Committee having the case in charge will 

doubtless considef it in all its bearings, and give 

such advice to the Convention as in their judgment 

will best subserve the interests of the great cause 

that we have at heart. In the meantime, we shall 

act wisely not to anticipate the decision of the 

Committee, or to indulge in any remarks calculated 

to excite an unhealthy rivalry, or to produce grief 

in the minds of those who have sought to the ut- 

most of their ability, faithfully to carry out the 

wishes of the denomination, as expressed from year 

to year in the resolutions of the Convention. ‘

«STRONG IN CHRIST” 
is the title of a timely Sermon by Rev. W. 8. Mec- 
Kenzie, A. M., of the Leinster Street Baptist Church, 
published at the request of the Deacons, and the 
young men to whom it was specially addressed. It 
is a vigorous and much needed production, full of 
earnest and elevated thought, and those who read 
it prayerfully cannot fail to rise to a higher degree 
of spiritual strength and Christian character. 
“The strength that ennobles and endures, in its 

nature and source,” is treated by the Author in a 
masterly Tanner. But the best method of giving 
the readers of the “ Visitor” a correct estimate 

of the Sermon, is to present a few extracts, and 

thus let the preacher speak for himself: 

“Young men, I am deeply anxious for your own 
sake, and for the sake of interests aside from your 

merely personal advantages, that you should, as 

soon as may be, apprehend and appreciate the 
sacred and sublime significance of Lire—the life 
with which you are endowed as intelligent, moral 
accountable and immortal beings—the life that, 
during a brief continuance in this world, is taking 

up into its warp and woof, to be transmitted into 

the invisible region beyond the grave, the elements 
that are to fashion and fix the soul’s unalterable 
condition there for weal or for woe. Oh, may the 

Divine Spirit vouchsafe to me the assistance I need 
to address you, and to you the open heart to wel- 

come the truth that you need to heat. 

My text consists of a cluster of passages, either 
one of which would answer the purpose contem- 
plated in this sermon. But the group will more 
copiously and clearly indicate the line of thought 
over which I am to conduct you. 

‘Quit you like men, be strong. Strengthened 

| with all might by his Spirit in the inner man, Be 

{| strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might.’ 
If you would ‘quit ‘you like men,’ i e, if you 
would faithfully perform the duties, and nobly ac- 

complish the mission, and finally reach the high 

destiny God has appointed you, as those bearing 

his ‘image and superscription; if you are to be 

Mex, in the deepest, truest, grandest sense of the 

designation, i. e, CHRISTIAN men, you must be 

STRONG—strong, not in your own strength, but 

‘strong in the Lorp, and in the Power of his 
might,'—strong, not in bone and brawn, nor yet in 

brain, nor yet in your native moral instincts, but 

‘strengthened with all might by his Spirrr in the 

inner man,’ i.e., a Divine strength implanted in the 
deepest depths of your MoRAL NATURE.” 

On the nature of this Strength we have the fol- 

lowing trenchant paragraph :— 

“Tt is the strength of a genuine Christian FAITH. 
When this strength is attained by Divine grace, 

then in a sanctified conjunction with the mental 

capacities and the innate moral aptitudes of the 
soul, it exalts man into communion with a life of 
excellence far above the highest plane ever reached 
by the essential but unassisted energies of our race. 
It is not a strength evolved from an inherent en- 
dowment, but imparted from without, from above. 
It is entirely and pre-eminently spiritual in its 
nature. It is begotten in the soul's supernatural 
renewal by the sovereign energy of the Eternal 
Spirit. It sinks below, and springs from beneath 
character and conduct. It is being ‘strengthened 
with might by his Sprrir in the inner man. It 
moulds character and makes conduct. It has an 
eye that gazes into a region invisible to the mere 
moralist, It has a hand that grasps the eterndl. 
It drinks at the ‘fountain of living waters.’ It 
draws its inspiration from the skies. It plants 
itself on ‘the Rock of Ages’ It tramples earthly 
honors in the dust, looking upward and onward to 
the imperishable honor of a heavenly crown. It 
"shuts its ears to the seductive voices of earthly 
revels, awaiting the enjoyment of those celestial 
pleasures that forever satisfy, and never cloy, and 
never sting. 

But take historical illustrations of what I atfirm. 
Two derided and defenceless men, boldly facing 
the magnates of the Jewish Sanhedrim, declare, 
¢ We cannot but speak the things we have seen and 
heard ;’ and saying, at another time, to that same 
Court, * We ought to obey God rather than men; 
then having submitted their backs to the humi- 
liating scourging, depart ‘from the presence of the 
council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy 
to suffer shame’ for the sake of Christ. Festus 
sneers at the fanatic Paul; but the fanatic Apostle, 
with a calm dignity, ‘ unmasks the royal fool.” In 
the days of Rome's corrupt and cruel Emperors, 
thousands were found willing to surrender their 
flesh to the keenest pangs of suffering ; but no suf- 
ferings were severe enough toforce them into a sur- 
render of their fidelity to Christ. Chains, and 
dungeons, and stakes were not able to crush the 
constancy of those sainted ones, who were streng- 
thened with such might in the inner man, that the 
song of their triumph rung out loud and clear 
above the crackling of the flames that wrapped 
their martyred forms, and the clamorous din of the 
scoffers that mocked the heroism of the hated 
saints. Luther would go to the Diet of Worms, 
and hurl argument into the teeth of arrogance, 
though there were devils there thicker than tiles 
on the roofs of the houses. Bunyan would lie in 
prison, ‘if God spared frail life so long, till,’ to 
use his own quaint idea and idiom, ‘the moss 
should grow upon his eye brows.” Henry Martyn, 
the splendid scholar, disdaining the honors of 
literary distinction, conseerates his life to humble 
and hidden toil in a Pagan country. 
War 18 118 Source? My reply to that ques- 

tion must be, and may be, brief. You will antici- 
pate my answer, and the answer has been more 
than once suggested in the progress of the dis- 
cussion. 

‘If the great conflict, in which we need to be re- 
enforced, in order to win were simply and solely 
between Reason and Conscience, on the one side, 
and Appetite and Passion, on the other, then the 
source and secret of the strength required would 
be found .in merely giving to the former a more 
thorough CoLTIVATION, and in imposing upon the 
latter a more rigorous RESTRAINT. In other words, 
merely endue those inctive endowments of 
Reason and Conscience with a larger measure of 
repellent energy. That result to obtained by 
reiterated and resolute assertions of the Will in 
favour of the dictates of Reason and Conscience, 
and against the usurpations of Appetite and Pas- 
sion. Now that, just that, and nothing more than 
that, many a one is essaying to do, and in ma 
that sort of effort is beguiling himself with the 
assurance that he is serving God here, and sancti- 
fying himself for a heaven hereafter. But that is 
appealing to the inadequate resources of nature. 
hat is relying on one’s own strength. The melan- 

choly fact is not remembered, or was never recog- 
nized, that the human WiLL, on which ReAsox and 
CONSCIENCE are made to rely for an enforcement of 

DEPRAVITY, the very citadel of the 
soul, and with more

 But corrects none of is former misrepresenta- 

tions. Well, if the Advocate can carry such a 
burden, its shoulders must be strong, and its con- 
science lamentably apathetic. We have done our 
duty by convicting it of a gross perversion of facts, 
and by defending a worthy brother in the ministry 
against its discourteous assault. Because we have 
spoken the truth plainly it proceeds to lecture us 
on topics of brotherly love, Christian courtesy, and 
all that sort of thing. We will give a more patient 
hearing to its homilies, when it vindicates its claim 

to discourse of such high themes. We can cor- 
dially agree with nearly the whole of its latest 
editorial utterances on the Visrror and WexsT- 
worTH. We do not feel quite sure of its meaning 
in some of its sentences. For example—* 7'he 
courtesy manifested, do.” Whose courtesy? For 
whose benefit is the obscure hint about “ publishing 
a private correspondence without asking leave?” 

Friend Advocate, speak out plainly and let your 
readers know exactly what you mean. . It is un- 
christian and unmanly to deal in such offensive in- 
sinuations, leaving your readers to frame a conjec- 

ture that is more likely to be false than true. * All 
right thinking men will thank” you “more hear- 

tily” for dealing frankly and fairly by an an- 
tagonist. Such a tortuous course as you dre pur- 
suing can only excite the distrust, if not the dis- 
gust, of “all right thinking men.” Why divert 
attention, as in your last issue, from the points in 
dispute; and set up such a noisy clamor about mat- 

ters wholly foreign to the controversy ?#* That 
style of arguing is very much like literary jugglery. 

There is no dispute between us on your right to 
+mploy the columns of the Advocate to disseminate 
“ Presbyterianism.” Exercise your right with all 
your might and main. ~“ Presbyterianism ” has in 
it much most worthy of being disseminated. Nor 
do we wish to question your right to review recent 
publications, nor was it our design te curtail but 
to correct your liberty. Only be a little more care- 

ful, respectful and truthful in your digressions, 

The following deliverance is deserving of special 
attention. It is the fourth plank in the Advocate's 
platform, as laid down with a ludicrous gravity in 
last Saturdays issue. It proceeds as follows :— 

4, As to the merits of the Baptist controversy, 
when Mr. “Wentworth” or any other corres- 
pondent of the Visrror has discovered some new 
or original argument which we never heard before, 
we will be glad to hear and give it due consider- 
ation ; and if we find out or hear of any new or 
original one on our side we will be just as glad to 
bring it under the notice of the Baptists. Until 
then we will spare our contemporary’s quixotic 
knight-errantry so far as the columns of this journal 
are concerned. 

The last sentence of that extract is not the most 

lucid English that was ever written. But, perhaps, 

it was not intended to be. The VisiTor can trans- 

fer it to the column of Juvenile Reading, as 
an enigma for our children to solve. But the first 

sentence in the above quotation is clear enough. 

We reply—Neither “ Mr. Wentworth,” nor “any 

other correspondént of the Visrror” need trouble 

himself with trying to discover ‘some new or 
original argument” in favor of Christian Baptism 
as administered by the Baptist Denomination. For 
all the arguments that are to be found on the sub- 

ject, and all the arguments necessary to settle the 

question in dispute, have been revealed by Christ 

and His inspired Apostles, Those arguments may 
be easily collected from the New Testament by one 

who can read no more than King James’ version. 

If he needs any assistance in his studies on that 

question, he has only to consult the standard works 
of the most celebrated Christian authors in the 
ranks of Pedobaptist scholarship. These scholars 
may not practice what they proclaim, and that fact 
may be surprising. But there are a great many 

other surprising inconsistences in human life that 
cannot be elutidated by supposing either ignorance 
or insincerity. Those men, to whom we here refer, 

are not ignorant, and we are slow to believe them 

insincere, when with such magnanimous candor 
they declare truth that condemns their practice. 
Interrogate their scholarship, and you get one 
answer, interrogate their ecclesiastical sentiments; 

and you get an answer the exact opposite. We re- 
ceive the response of their scholarship, and.leave 
them to settle, as best they can, the conflict between 

their scholarship and their creed. We will venture 
to set the vast and profound learning of Pedo- 
baptist scholars over against the ipse dizit of the 
Advocate. And henceforth it shali be done. 
A word more, Hear the Advocate. “If we find 

out or hear of any new or original one (i.e. argu- 
ment).on our side, we will be just as glad to bring 
it under the notice of the Baptists.” Do. And 

don’t keep it locked up in the columns of the Ad- 
vocate. Tell it in Gath, publish it in the streets of 
Askelon. If you can “find out or hear of” one— 
of only ome, Biblical argument on your side of the 
question, though that argument be utterly desti- 

tute of the element of novelty or originality, und 
you wish to “bring it under the notice of the 
Baptists” we venture to pledge you the use of the 

columns of all the Baptist periodicals in Christen- 
dom to give wings to your discovery. You will 

have a celebrity as a discoverer that will eclipse the 
name of a Columbus. Now be sure and keep your 
promise.

TESTIMONY OF PEDO-BAPTIST WITNESSES |: 
TO THE BAPTIST BELIEF CONCERNING THE MODE AND 

SUBJECTS OF BAPTISM IN THE. APOSTOLIC CHURCH.

It is proposed in a series of articles, each neces- 
sarily limited in extent by the requirements of a 
weekly paper, to furnish some of the best testimony 
of Pedobaptist scholars and authors on the subject 
of Baptism, as taught in the New Testament. 7'/Ais 
method of dealing with the Baptismal controversy 
is forced upon us by a persistent reiteration, in a 
certain sheet, that our claim of having Pedobaptist. 
scholarship in our favor, is groundless and empty. 
It is pretty generally known that Baptists repudi- 
ate, as intrusive and impious, all arguments on the 
ordinance of Baptism, drawn from ecclesiastical 
courts and other human sources; that they main- 
tain and insist that all the doctrines of a Christian 
Church shall be taught, and all its ordinances shall 
be administered, stcording to the plain, positive 
and authoritative precepts of Christ and His Apos- 
tles. They are determined to *‘nbserve all things 
whatsoever” He has * commanded,” and as He has 
commanded ; neither asking, nor expecting, to be 
exempted from the disagreeable comsequences of 
their fidelity and loyalty to Gospel truth. The 
Baptists have suffered much for the truth, but their | 
sufferings have always been beneficial to the eauso 
in which they have been endured, and that result 
is reward enough. v 
We do not require the verdict of Pedobaptist 

scholarship to establish our denominational posi- 
tion relative to the ordinance of Baptism. Dut as 
it is so generally and gratuitously furnished us, we 
gratefully avail ourselves of that confirmatory tes- 
timony. We shall specify our authors, and refer 
to the works fromswhich we derive our guotations, 
80 that those who wish to do so, can see for them- 
selves whether our quotations are correctly made, 

It must be borne in mind that the men who 
furnish us with their favorable testimony are not 
only scholars, in the truest acceptation of the term, 
but leading Pedobaptist ministers. But they will 
not allow their denominational proclivities to pre- 
judice their opinions and deliverances as scholars. 
They, in most cases, after giving the Bible view of 
Baptism, proceed to hunt up something in favor of 
Intant Sprinkling elsewhere.” We remain behind, 
rejoicing in their honest and able declarations based 
on the teachings of Scripture, and leave them to go 
on in the fruitless search after evidence that will 
sustain a dogma which they themselves have irre- 
mediably damaged by the learhed and candid 
depositions of their own scholarship. 
We will only add, in this prefatory article, that 

there are hundreds of Pedobaptist ministers, with 
whom the opinions of these profound and celebrat- 
ed divines do not seem to have the weight of a straw. 
We can hardly blame those ministers for treating 
with contempt and indignation anything Baptist 
scholars may say on the question at issue, since 
they will not respect even the learning and candor 
of the ablest men in their own ecclesiastical ranks.
