THE WASHINGTON TREATY IN ENGLAND, 
The Leader of Toronto of the 80th ult. publishes 

a summarised report of the speeches delivered in the 
House of Lords on the 12th ult., on Lord Russell's 

motion condemnatory.of the Washington Treaty. 
In its comments, the Leader says: 

Any one who reads these speeches must see how 
strongly impressed the House of Lords was with 
the conviction that, though the treaty is not all 
that could be ping st gw perhaps, it does 
not do England or Canada full justice—its accep- 
tance is an absolute necessity of the times. Lord 
Granyille expressed regret that the justice of 
Canada’s demands in respect of the Fenian claims 
was not admitted, and others of the speakers con- 
fessed to ev wat § similar views, but when it 
came to a question of accepting or rejecting Earl 
Russell's motion, there was not a single member of 
the House who stood up for its acceptance. 
What is true of England will be also true of Can- 

ada. The Canadian Government has done well to 
represent to the Imperial Cabmet that the treaty is 

© not as satisfactory as our people could desire; and,. 
as Earl Granville says, that the British Govern- 
ment has!‘ taken upon themselves the whole respon- 
sibilty” in connection with the Fenian claims—and 
oun other points, too, we have no doubt—there will 
be good ground fora demand upon’ England that 
with oui pmo for the sacrifice made in the inter- 
est of the empire, which nothing in her own condi- 
tion or circumstances would warrant or justify. To 
our mind the question now, so far as Canada is con- 
cerned, resolves itself into the best arrangement 
possible between Great Britain and Canada, and 
the final acceptance of the treaty. Canada’s accep- 
tance covers essential features of the treaty. The 
settlement which England desires with the United 
States would not be worth the trouble and cost of 
Commission if the Canadian questions involved 
were to be allowed to remain in their present un- 
settled and uncertain state. We take it, therefore, 
to be placed beyond all doubt that the Ottawa 
Government, having made their protest in Down- 
ing Street—and probably made better terms, with 
England—will find itself compelled to recommend 
the acceptance of the treaty by Parliament; and, 
we very much doubt if, in such case, there will be 
any one found to counsel. its rejection. 
How far the Leader's impressions regarding 

¢ better terms” with England are reliable we have 
no means of knowing ; but it is quite possible, that 
under all the circumstances the British Government 
may be disposed to listen favorably to an appeal 
from Ottawa and apply the healing balm.—Ebp.

A New Book by Rev. A. B. Earle.
