Family @ircle, 
A Day in the Desert. 

The following is from Aveling’s * Travels 
in the land of the Tiber, the Jordan, and the 
Nile.” 
We rise at daybreak. After washing, —in 

& very small amount of water, and dressing, 
which is a very short process, we sit and read 
for a season. In the meantime, the servant 
comes, and rolls upphe bed clothes, &c.,and 
carries them off tofhe bags, ready to put them 
on the camels; and the cook prepares our 
breakfast. The Arabs are mixing some coarse 
flour with water, for themselves, and are 
kneading the dough upon the inner part of a 
sheepskin, which covers one of them for a 
eX ak by day and a bed by might; and after 
-this-process is completed; the cake is laid upon 
some burning embers, composed principally 
of dead shrubs, gathered in the desert, and 
in a few minutes the baking is complete. 1t 
is again laid upon the sheepskin, and the ash- 
es tha: have clung to it are whisked off by a 
corn Sack, which has been emptied of its con- 
tents, for the use of the cameis. The cake 
is broken in pieces, dipped in a little water, 
and eaten. The primitive cookery and its 
demolition having been completed, while we 
are going through oar performance in the 
same line, they take down the two other tents 
leaving the largest, to the last moment, as in 
that we usually take our meals. Our break- 
fast consists of tea or coffee, eggs or chickens, 
roasted or boiled, and hot bread ;—rather 
strange that, in the desert! but it is one of the 
loaves brought from Cairo, heated before the 
fire, and made very crisp. As soonasbreak- 
fast is over, we all set to and speedily pull 

the encampment moves off; goods, and chat- 
tels, and owners. 
We generally walk the early part of the 

morning ; and, as the camel never travels 
more than two miles and a half an hour, we 
go in“advance, having the way pointed out to 
us by the Arabs. At times, especially if we 
have a long day before us, we let the camels 
go forward, earlier than we ousmselves start; 
and are always able to track them by their 
footmarks. About eleven o'clock we mount, 
and ride till one ; and then stopyand lunch for 
half an hour. If the sun is-hot, we get un- 
de: the shade of a sand-hill ; if the wind is 
strong, we get oa the sunny side, and thew 
eat our bread, cheese, dried figs, and oranges. 
The latter were very welcome and refreshing 
in the beat of the day. 

At half-past one we set off again: riding 
and walking as we feel inclined ; somelimes 
amusing ourselves by gathering beautiful 
flowers, that even here in the desert, lift up 
their meek starry eyes to greet the wanderer, 
or. picking up curious pebbles that line the 
road. Sometimes we never meet a human 
being the whole day long ; but troops of beau- 
tiful orp bound away before us to the dis- 
tant hills, or a timid hare crosses our path, 
terrified at the intruders on his solitude. At 
other times we come upon the black tents of 
the Bedouins, and meet their flocks and cam- 
els, cropping the rich succulent plants that 
God has sirewed over the wide expanse of 
sand, and which form the principal food, and 
I may add drink too, to the camel—for he 
sometimes goes without water for twenty 
days Il Our camels did not drink for eight 
day's after we left Cairo, though they had two 
or three opportunities of doing so. 1 have 
seen them turn away from water, when led to 
it. At half four we stop,—the Arabs al- 
"ways know the time by the distance of the sun 
rom the horizon and are rarely five minutes 
wrong,—and jumping off yourcamels, every 
one lends a helping hand to pitch the tents.— 
This we have y more than onee, in five 
minutes. 

As soon as this is accomplished, the cook 
kindles his fire, and in a short time a loud his- 
sing is heard, and our hungry mouths begin to 
moisten with ex tion ; for such is the vit 
alizing air of t 
vigorous appetite, that if we had been hunting 
all day we could not sit down with more zest 
to our si ‘meals. About six the table 
smokes with the dishes; sometimes we have 
soup; at others maccaroni, sptinkled with 
cheese ; fowl, roasted or hashed, and served 
up with rice ; then, mishmish, or prunes, and a 
few I meal.
