Messrs, Eprrens : —As the season is fast 
approaching when most people purchase their 
trees for transplanting, [ venture to make a 
few statements relative to my theories and 
practice in the above line. : 
Much credit is due to man 

individuals, who have subjected t Ives to 
great labor and expense in order #0 furnish 
they public with a’ supply of good trees; and, 
whilst this just meed of praise is chee 
bestowed where it is deserved, no false deli 
cacy will make me forbear to give ventto-m 
teellings of contempt and indignation nd 4 
those nursery-men who—not only in defiance 
of all law, both of God and man, but in direct 
opposition to their own pecuniary interests— 
have practised the grossest impositicns on the 
ignorant. and unwary. Justice, however, de- 
mands it should be concluded that, in many 
instances; where the fault has been charged 
to the nursery-man, it really belongs to the

Much as | admire a good nursery, with its 
clean and well-cultivated rows, candor and 
truth compels me to say that it is not the pro- 
per place to look for the best trees. First, 
because they generaily stand much too thick ; 
second, because their trunks have been en- 
tirely sheltered from the sun, to which they 
must’be inevitably, and, in too many instances, 
fatally exposed ; third, because the soil in 
which they are thus far reared, is often richer 
than thatto which they are transplanted can 
pcssibly be made. If it were possible so to 
do by statute law, | would not lessen the num- 
ber of nurseries, but would rather increase 
them. But if the process of depletion was 
to be applied iu accordance with my views, it 
would be in the number of trees contained in 
a row, which should be not more than fifty 
per cent. of the number usually allowed to 
stand. This statement.is not intended to les- 
sen the profits of those engaged in this branch 
of business, but rather to enhance them, as itis 
an opinion, founded on cbservation and expe- 
rience, that one. dollar is not a high price for 
a good sized, thrifty apple tree. - 

But how shall I-be able to select a 
tree, and how shall I test the correctness of 
your diatribe against the thick-set nurseries ? 
says the inquirer of little experience in this 
matter. 

In regard to the selection of. a good tree, 
let the trunk be of as pyramidiz| form as pos. 
sible, the bark smooth and of a dark green 
color, the top being well spread and divided 
‘nto not less than three branches. Examine 
the twigs of the last year’s growth, to see if 
they are not only of proper length, but of 
good circumference, with a good full bud at 
the top, and, all other things being right, it is 
of but little consequence whether the body is 
straight or crooked, although my preferences 
are in favor of the crooked. 
As to the propriety of purchasing a tree 

from a thick-set nursery, common sense 
teaches that it is impossible for it to have a 
quantum sufficit of roots, and those must pos- 
sess bu a feeble nature, and who will answer | 3 
for its trunk surviving tYe heat of such a sun 
as that of 1853? It would be the height of 
folly to hope for such a result, for, if the tree 
should not literally die, yet the sap vessels
