what they can. Are we vot judged in the 
same manner on the Cootinent of Esrope ? 
We were much struck, a short time agt, with 
tho closing seniences of a very moderae nnd 
conclusive letter from Italy; on Neapolitan 
cruelties and misgovernment, They were to 
the effect that England had power, aos that 
all power involved responsibility. Noting 
‘new in the remark, to be sure ; yet, knovin 
what we know of that unhappy country, an 
having been; as a nation, the cause of teir 
calamities, by our restoration of Bouron 
despotism in Europe, it is one which mast 
deeply impress conscientious Englishmen. 
How far are we responsible for the ge 
of King Ferdinand, and, we may add, of the 
Austrians in laly, and for the exclusion of 
the light of the Gospel from that unhappy 
country ? Tt seems impossible 10 give any 
other reply, than that we are answerable for 
them to the extent of our power—of power 
exercised, of course, pot arbitrarily, but in 
strict subordination to the dictates of justice. 

What, then, is the line between tyrann 
and justice, when one nation puts forth ifs 
moral and material strength in the affairs of 
another? We answer, that of aiding the 
party which has right on its side —the party 
to which power legitimately belongs, but 
which is overpowered by somo unrighteous 
means. - Judged by this simple rule, all inter- 
ventions hitherto have been tyrannical. They 
have been mainly to inflict sovereigns on na 
tions, against the will of those nations, The 
case of Belgium may be nearly an exception. 
that of Greece hardly so.- They have been 
conducted on the principle—the varighteous. 
ness of which we do not stay to prove—that 
nations wero made for certain ®yal families 
to govern, not on the principle that nations 
themselves have a natural right to choose 
their own form of government and their go- 
vernors. The priociples aad practice of the 
Holy Alliauce are but too familiar to usall. 
Ever since the congress of tyrants alloted 
the nations among themselves at Vienna, in 
1815, those principles have been ruthlessly 
applied by France, by Austria, and by Rus. 
sia, in Spain, Italy, Poland. and Hungary ; it 
is mortifying to add. that our British aristoc- 
racy, and the German family, which, since 
the time of George I, has governed this realm, 
have made common cause with these unright- 
eous interventions. They have given, at 
least passive support; and when popular 
feeling here was 100 strong to be slighted, 
they pacified it by merely formal prowsts. 
For forty long years, continental power only 
has owned any responsibility for the welure 
of other nations, but it has al! been exerted in 
flagrant violation of the rights of nations, and 
in support of the armies of tyrants, 

There ure, however, symptoms of eonsid- 
erable change even amongst rulers. In Eng- 
land the action of a free people and free dis- 
cussion on the Government, has compelled 
an avowal of respect for the popular rights 
of foreign nations. In France, Louis Napo- 
leon, despot as he is, found himself compel. 
led +o erect his empire upon popular suffrage ; 
and the war for Tukey, misrepresented as 
a war for a despot, was a war for the li- 
berties of a people, who can conceive, as 
yet, of no rational liberty, but that of govern- 
ment by their own absolute monarch, Sar- 
dinia is throwa upon the loyalty of its peo- 
ple; and, of couse, on their contentment, in 
its pecessary stand for independence of 
Austrian rule. The Pacis protocols in favor 
of lly, though they as vet been little more 
than’ werds, were yet a sign of an altered 
state of things in European councils. Amidst 
much 10 the contrary, the right of a pation 
to seétile’its own internal affairs is becoming 
the dominant ¢ eed ; and even the very last 
pretext for despotic intervention, that of 
enabling the party of order to act freely, bears 
{estimony to the necessity of recognizing 
something beyond the demands of a tremb- 
ling tyrant. Austria isthe European powe. 
which, in the most shameless manner, avows 
its’ claim and its intention to interfere 
in the domestic affairs of other states, 
at the call of the Goverament of those states; 
in other words, to maintain the Italian des- 
pots on their thrones, when their ioto'erable 

{tyranny has raised the people against them. 
This.claior has as yet met with no open re- 
udiation by the powers assembled at Paris. 
? is the old Holy Alliance principle, the one 
which must perpetuate mis-government with.

powerless and ridiculous: Bloodshed, of 
course, we utterly deprecate.
