Shounld Sunday Schools close in
Winter.

[n many parts of the country, but few Sun-
day schools are found with open doors in win-
ter, except io the larger towns and villages,
Those who advocate this measure assign as
reasons for the same, bad roads, unpleasant
weather, uncomfortable housrs, distance, &c.

So prevalent is the impression, in some
quarters’ that a Suaday-school cannot be car-
ried on ip winter, that in thousands of neigh-
bourhoods the Suuday-school is closed in con-
sequence of that opinion, though the effort
has never been made 10 sustain it through that
season. )

Eexperiments fairly tried bave establish-
ed the fact, that where the teachers are deeply
interesied in the work, and appreciate its
magnitude, aod have a deep sense of their
responsibility combined with- energy of char-
acter, the Sunday-school can be carried on
with as much interest during the winter as in
the summer. -

Winter is the period when the greatest
emount of intellectual education is given and
acquired. If children can attend the district
or private school five days in the week, for
the -education of the mind, ought they not to
go one day, for that which is vastly more
«mportant—the education of the heart ?

Many children receive in the Sunday-school
the only religious instruction they do receive.
Deprive them of the Sunday-school in winter,
and their souls, which are of more value than
worlds on worlds, are not cared for during
that peroid, but are left exposed 1o those
temptations which Satan is ever ready to
present to unoccupied minds.

As the Sunday -school is a means of grace
adapted to the young, it would be as reason-
able to close, to the Christian, some of the
priviliges of worship because of the storms
of winter. As well close the place of
worship or sehool-house for preachingto the
adult, as the Sunday-school for the young.

Christ and him crucified, as the Sunday-

NOURISHMENT FOR 'l‘.llll.

Every tree must have its appropriate nourish-
ment. It is found that one kind of noarishment

conduces (o the growth, and foliage, and amoant |

of wood, and ancther tends to fruit; and while
one peculiar plant or tree requires one peculiar
element for its sustenance, another demands a
far different element. To all irees, doubtless,
a vegetable substratum of soil necessary, com-
posed of decayed wood and leaves—lhike pond.-
mud, peat earth, and heath moulds—but with
this alone, without ammonia, and the sulphates
and phosphates, or lime, to absorb and retsin
these, the fruit may be large and perhaps fine,
but it will often be rough, coarse, and astringent,
or flat and tasteless. Wood ashes, containing as
they do, all the eleinents necessary to the grow:h
of trees, are a specific for al trees and woods,

Liwme, whether in the form of marl, shell, plaster, g

or stone lime, is a specific for apple.trees, those
apples being fairest and largest which grow n a

ealeareous svil. Phosphates, in the form of|
bones, .aineral. or rock, phosphates of lime, or |
prepared super-phosphate, are specifics for pears
and grapes.
