'The
whole energies of the iree, and the resources
of the soil seem 10 be exhausied in the frujw
ful years, so that it takes two seasons of hy~
bernation and rest to recuperate. This habit
is a great drawback upon the profits of fruit.
growing. In the abundunt years, apples are
cheap, and the farmer gets but a fair return
for his labor. In the scarce year, when prices
arc high, be bhas no fruit 1o sell.
