His peculiarity is “the back-
stitch” principle, for the use of which he receives
five dollars on the price of every sewing-machine
that employs it. a’e are informed that his pa-
tent expires in two years, and that so valuable is
the restriction of the right to those who use it,
that they are desirous to extend the patent, and
so prevent this universally admired and useful
invention from being thrown open to promiscuous
competition. In a mechanical and mercantile
view, this is an interesting fact. Here is a pa-
tent which enriches the inventor beyond all pre-
cedent, and yet is so valuable to the numerous
manufacturers who employ it, that they prefer to
continue the payment of the royalty.

But what a world of good, beyond phaetons
and horses, and any measure of merely personal
enjoyment, is within the reach of the recipient of
this princely income! We have no acquaintance
with the man—he may be liberal or penurious,
but he is surely—in the pecuniary view-—-amon;
