in New Brunswick ; and these facts, together with 
the success which has crowned their labors, are the 
best proofs uf their * piety.”

| court ol Pharaoh, he was thoroughly educated in all 
| the arts and sciences of the Egyptians. And which 
| of the Apostles was wore ewinent for piety, for 
| soundness in the faith, and for success in preaching 
the gospel than Paul ? ‘and having sat at the feet ol 

| Gamaliel, he had all the advantages of a liberal edu- 
| cation. Then look- at the long list of Reformers, ~- 
Luther, Melancthon, Calvin, Knox, &e. &c., disting 

{ uished alike for their learning, their piety, and their 
success, And to whow, under God, are we indebted 

| for our excellent version of the Seriptures, but to 
| men in whom were united all the advantages of sound 
| learning and eminent godliness? When were the 
| Baptist churches of England in a more prosperous 
| condition than now, and yet it would be difficult to 
find a pastor over any one of thew who is really an- 
educated. The churches in Nova Scotia are advance 
ing, through the blessing of God on ‘a thoroughly 
evangelical ministry, most of whom were educated to 
a greater or less extent in the Institutions at Horton, 
whicu Institutions bave been a rich blessing to the 
cate of God, not only in Nova Scotia but beyond it. 
The same is true of Canada. Eight years ago their 
churches were scattered and weak ; and since the 
establishment of the Canadian Literary Institate in 
1857, they have been steadily progressing. The 
number of educated‘ministers has rapidly increaged ; 
revivals have been anach more frequent, new church: 
es have sprung up in various localities, and the cause 
is everywhere gaining a firmer and better standing. 
Let all this be set against the assertion, that Colleges 
und Seminaries, or in one word education, Las a 
tendency to ** iower the standard of piety and ph rr 
gelical doctrines,” and the public will be able wo take 
such assertions for what they are worth. The pro. 
portion of educated pastors is smaller in, New 
Brunswick than in Canada or Neva Scotia, and those 
who will take the trouble to compare the statd of the 
churches in those provinces with our own, will see 
thut whatever causes way operate to lower the 
standard of piety and evangelical doctrine, Colleges 
aud Seminaries and an educaied ministry will not be 
found amongst them. I would like to say much 
wore on this subject ; but this article is already too 
long.

THE WEATHER. * 
The winter has been an vnusaally mild one.— 

After having enjoyed excellent sleighing and pleasant 
winter weather for several weeks, the snow left us, 
and we have had none of any importance | since. 
The greater part of the time the ground had been 
bare, the streets have been dry, and at times as dirty 
as in mid-summer. The days bave been warn and 
spring-like, while it has frozen but slightly during 
the night, 
Two or three weeks ago, during the fine weather, 

Prof. Bond, the celebrated Astronomer ut the ‘Us. 
bridge Observatory, predicted the coming of a show 
storm which should exceed in violence any known 
for wany years, This prediction was-no doubt 
based on good meteorological evidence. Qn the even- 
ing of Tuesday, the 16th inst, a heavy snow-storm, 
accompanied by a violent w esterly wind came on, and 
all thou zht that the Professor's prediction was about 
being fultilled ; but scurcely an inch of snow fell, 
while the wind shifting to the north increased in 
violence, and during the night and next day blew 
furiously, the therwomoter being far below zero. A 
friend from St, John, who was so unfortunate as to 
be on the overland route from Eastport to Bangor on 
Tuesday and Wednesday says, that in Maine much 
snow fell, and that it was in many places level with 
the fenees. This was, doubtless, the storm whose 
arrival Prof. Bond had predicted ; though it was ene 
of wind with us, winle the snow fell more to the 
north and east. 

FIRE IN CAMBRIDGE, ICE-HOUSES BURNED! 

Last evening a number of ice-houses at Fresh 
Pond, filled with ice cut this season, took fire and 
were burned. They contained 80,020 tons of ice, 
valued at $40,000, which was badly melted and 
smoked, and of course destroyed. There was a large 
insurance’ on both the ice and buildings; but the 
Toss will probably not be less than $30,000. Two 
wen unfortunately perished in the attempt to save 
the buildings. 1 saw one of the bodies to day. | 
never looked upon a more fearful sight. The head, 
aris and legs were burned olf, and tbe trunk char 
red and blackened by the heat, it looked litle like 
the remains of a human body.
