Do
they mean. that we should shut ourselves up in
air-tight rooms, and breathe over and over agdin,
through half the twenty-four hours, the atmos-
phere we have already poisoned? We haye only
the choice between n g{:: air pure, and night alr

oisoned with the exhalations from our skins and
ungs, perhaps from lungs already diseased. A
writer pertinently speaks on this point after the
following fashion :

“Man aets strangely. Although a carrent of
fresh air is the very li{a of hiblnngs. he seems
indefatigablé in the exercise of his inventive
powers to deprive himself of this heavenly bles-
sing. Thus, he carefully closes his bed chamber

nst its entrance, and prefers that his. lungs
:g::lld receive the mixed efflavia from his cellar
and larder, and from a patent little modern
aquarius, in_lieu of it. should man be so
terrified at the admission of night air into any of
his apartments? It is nature’s ever-flowing cur-
rent, and pever .carries the destroying angel with
it.

THE ACCIDENT TO THE “AFRICA.”

LETTER FROM REV. P.G. M GREGOR.

Thanks to the gracious care of our Heavenly
Father we have reached St. John’s in safety. I say
we, for 1 include my fellow passéngers, with whom
I have shared in great perls and in a great deli-
verance. But as you will be desirous to ascer-
tain the facts respecting the great disaster to the
“ Africa,” which imperilled the lives of some 250
souls, I send you a few particulars. .

From Queenstown we had for a week head
winds, with the exception only of a few hours oc-
casionally; with' unpleasant and some times rough
weather.—The wind was strong enough to tear
to ribbons one of our sails, although we had not
at any fime what seafaring men would call a
storm.

On Monday, the wind at last came in our fa-
vour, one sail went up after another, until all sail
was set, and the good ship *“ Africa” pushed
through the Atlantic' waves nobly, making from
twelve to fourteen miles an hoar. “All felt gratified
by the favourable tarn of the weather, and the con-
sequent improvement in_our prospects of reach-
ing Halifax by the middle of the week.

On Monday evening the wind Lecame light and
the weather became thick, and as it was under-
stood that we were ap‘proaching and soon would
pass Cape Race, the Captain altered his course,
8o as in his estimation, to pass the Cape at some
distance. The event, however, shewed either that
the change in the course was too slight, or not
made in sufficient time, It was nearly ten o’clock,
and while we were all engaged in Pleasant social
intercourse, ry to retiring for the night,
that we heard the startling ery of * Breakers
ahead,” or “ Breakers on the starboard bow,” 1
cannot now tell which.—Instantly the command
was given, “ Hard to starboard,” and the engines
were reversed ; but not a quarter of a minute
had elapsed till the vessel struck, then struck
again, the rock probably being shelving, and her
bow raised percéptibly, before her headway was
perfectly arrested. Then she rolled slightly, yet
rather alarmingly ; for certainly the-strokes on
these rocks, fol%omad by the grounding and pound-
iug of that immense ship. made the most dismal
sounds that ever fell upon my ear. It would not
be eorrect to say that al/l hope that we would be
saved was then taken away. I knew it was pos-
sible for the vessel to come off the rock, or re-

ng om, to hold together till morhing, should
win qx'l!i,of' rise. }%ﬂ was possible, :'}ogo', to be
saved by means of the boats; but I felt persuaded
that the probabilities were all in the other diree-
tion,

I shall over the anxious half hour or more
which followed, during which life preservers were
scized and fastened on, in all* imaginable ways,
and some wept as they looked on their children
by their side, and others as they thought of their
dear ones at home, and many prayed and com-
mitted themselves, snd all they held dear on
earth, to the care of their Father in h¢avpn. I
