Arnest of Kercuos, Tae Forekr.—The New York
Fvening Post bas the following account of the arrest
of young Ketchum the gold check forger, on Friday,
and of his conducs and demeanor, with the description
he gave of his manner of proceeding after his report-

ight: )

ed“ lggw:rd B. Ketchum, of the firm of Morris
Ketehum, Son & Co., whose ahstraction of bondsand
other securities from the house of which he was a
mewber, and whose forgeries of gold certificites have
made him 80 notorious, was arrested at five o'clock
last evening in Twentieth street, between Fifth and
Sixth avenues, in this city near a house where he had
his lodgings. The arrest was made by detective
officer Gilmoré, who had been ‘ working up’ the case
with detective McDougal, under the direction of
Superintendent Kennedy and Serg. Young of the
detective force. )

Information had been conveyed to the police that
young Ketchum could be found in Twentieth street,
and ofticer Gilmore proceeded  thither on Friday
afternoon. Thearrest was nade near the place where
Keétchumn was stopping. It appears that he was walk-
ing homeward, and the officer, recognizing him from

" the deéseription ‘that rad been furnished the police,
took him into custody. Ketchum made no resistance
whatever. He did not seem to be even surprised ;
but saying it was *all right,” he accompanied the
officer 10 police headquarters in Mulberry street.
Under arrest Ketchuwn did not exhibit any concern.
He spoke of the subject as the end of a rather wild
career, but did not apparently apprehend any un-
pleasant consequences. ‘ )

Ketchum spoke freely of the manner in which he
has lived since bis fiight. He has not been out of the
city, He bad lodgings in Twentieth street—there
are rumors in regard to this matter it is not proper to
print now—and at once retired to his rooms when he
left Wall street. Every day except one—Tuesday,
nearly two weeks ago, the day in whick the disclo-
sures were madu—he has been in the street, and bas
not been once out of New York. During his walks
he has often séen persons whom be knew, including
brokers and others, who were involved by his forger-
jes, but he apparently avoided thew, so that they
should not observe hiwm, and it is not known that he
was recognized until he was arrested.  On Thursday
Jast Ketenum rode to the Central Park and remained
there for aconsiderable time. e saw there a num-
ber of persons with whom he had been acquainted,
and it is reported that be spoke with some of them.
THis, however, is a mere ramor.

After Ketchum was taken to Police headquarters,
his fathgz-and other mewmbers of his family, with the
officers of one of the banks which had received-a part
of the forged paper, and persons who have been cho-
sen as his counsel, were notified of bis arrest. In the
course of the evening, several of them came to see
bhim. He wet thew all, except his father, with singu-
lar coolness, and spoke with them as though he bad
been tewporarily absent on busigess. e did not evi
dently consider bimself » criminal, or at lelsl.‘dld not
acknowledge the fact by his demeanour.  The per-
sons who were called spoke to him with kindness,

~and noneof them showed any disposition whatever to
prosecute him for bis crimes.

The interview of Ketchum and his father was
deeply affecting. He had no knowledge whatever
that his son had remained in the city, and the
announcement of the arrest naturally caused him the
greatest surprise, while the safety of young Ketchum
not unnaturally gave him pleasure. The meeting
cannot be fully described. The father clasped his son,
and said to huw, * My son ! my son! you have roined
miéybut 1 forgive you!' During the interview, which
was protracted, great mutual affection was manifested,
and the two were reconciled. Eldward Ketchum's
wife also saw bim. The particulars of this interview
have not come to light, )

Ketchum speaks with entire freedom of his opera-
tions. ~He' says that one time he owned property
worth six millions of dollars. His losses began with
the decline in the premium on gold. He says that
the amount which was involved in bis various transac-
tions—his * liabilities,” as be says —are about four
niillion dollars. He would have found it easy, he

declares, to pay off an indebtedness of two and a half

millions. The sum found with himn was $48,000.”
