They have carried matters so far as to enter 
a criminal prosecution at law against the Treasurer, 
the Attorney-General, and His Excellency Governor 

Darling. But by an arrangement with one of the 

Banks the Government is able to go forward with the 
_public business, and meet the demands upon the Trea- 
sury ; and sustained as they are by an overwhelming 

_ majority of the people, they will probably in the is- 
sue come off victorious. Both parties appeal to the 
Home Government, and thus the case rests at pre- 
sent.

ENGLISH AND FOREIGN. 

Tae Fuserar or Kixe Leoporp.—The London 
daily papers all sent special currespondents to 
Brussels to record the funeral ceremonies at- 
tending the burial of Leopold, first King of the Bel- 
gians, which took place on Saturday. We thus learn 
"that tire late monarch was interred at Laeken, four 
miles from Brussels, with every mark of respect a 
loyal and affectionate people could pay, and with 
every circumstance of pomp upon which the esteem 
of neighbouring sovereigns and the attachment of 
home and foreign dignitaries could shed a lustre. TI he 
procession itsell was upwards of a mile long. The 
Prince of Wales was dressed in field-marsbal's uni- 
form, and Prince Arthur and Prince Louis of Hesse 
in the Highland costume. The chamber of death, we 
are told, was lit up with dazzling brightness, with 
innumerable wax candles frow crape-covered chande- 
liers and candelabras. Leopold was a Protestant, 
but yet a large silver crucifix had prominent place 
under the gorgeous canopy at the coffin’s head. The 
late Queen having been a member of the Rowish 
Church, arrangements had to be made for interring 
the body of the King by her side without going into 
the Romish chapel, because the Protestant Burial ser- 
vice might not be read within its walls. So Leopold's 
coftin was let down into the grave from the Protestant 
side of the little cemetery. The service was simple 
and solemn, and at its close the huge cavalcade turned 
bomewards. - The procession left Brussels in mourn- 
ing, but oa its return nearly all symbols of sorrow 
had disappeared, for immediate preparations bad to 
be made for the inauguration of Leopold II., which 
took place next day in the presence of foreign repre- 
sentatives and of royal guests. 

Tae Arvastic TeLeeraPH. —Several bundred miles 
of the core or interior portion of the new Atlantic 
telegraph cable are completed. The Great KEustern 
is chartered to go to sea in June, 1866, for the double 
purpose of laying an entirely new cable and of raising 
the broken end of the 1,100 nsles of cable laid this 
year, 80 as to splice additional cable thereto, and thus, 
if successful, furnish to the public a second means of 
commaonication. This 1,100 miles of submerged 
cable is ascertained to be in the most perfect order by 
-daily tests taken from the tine it broke, and still 
continued daily. The buoys atthe end ofit are 
washed away, * but this,” writes Mr. Saward, * is 
of no consequence, as they were intended only for a 
temporary purpose, thé spot for grapnelling having 
been laid down by solar observations, so that a good 
navigator can at any time sail to within half a wile of 
the broken cable.” 

Her Royal Highness the Princess of Wales has been 
pleased to show her interest in the Hospital for Con- 
sumption and Diseases of the Chest, Brompton, by a 
donation of £50 in aid of the funds of that useful 
charity. 
The private fortune left by King Leopold is esti- 

mated at £3,200,000 sterling.

Grey, Secretary of Embassy at the Court of the 
Tuileries. Mr. Grey was a brother of Lord Grey. 

ARRIVAL OF THE “SCOTIA.” 

New York, Jan. 12t 
Scotia with Liverpool dates 81st Dec., arrived. 
Fenian trials were again progressing at Cork. 
Another prisoner, Jawes Mounlaine had been ac- 

uvitted. Two regiments had been hastily sent from 
yr to Dublin. One of them in garrison at 

Manchester was arroused at 3 a.m., and conveyed to 
Liverpool, 1,200 strong, early the same morning, and 
forthwith embarked for Dublin. Such energetic 
movements, of course, gave rise to rumors of serious 
danger. 
La France denies the report from America that 

the French Minister has sent his first Secretary of 
Legation for instructions on the Mexican Question, 
and that he has given notice that he will withdraw if 
America sends a representative to Juarez. - 
Three Spauish frigates were about to sail for the 

Pacitic. 
There were rumors thac peace between Spain and 

Chili was about to be concluded by European Medi- 
ation. 

The Army and Navy Gazette believes the British 
Government bas resolved on a very considerable de- 
crease in the army. The leading featare will be the 
reduction of two companies in each battalion of the 
line, amounting in the aggregate to about 850 officers 
and some 16,000 men. One regiment of Uavalry is 
also expected to disappear. 
The Board of Trade returns for November exhibit 

the extraordinary increase in exports of £3,600,000 
sterling or 29 per cent over November 1864. 
The Times, as usual, in its extended editorial is a 

resuwe of events of the year, a large portion being 
devoted toa favorable criticism on American affairs.

In the general ignor- 
ance coneerning tbe strange malady, it has been 
suggested that it is caused by the Tsetse fly, which 
in Africa will kill a domestic animal in a few days. 
England bas large dealings with Africa, importing, 
among other things, a great number of wild avimals, 
snd which could easily bring over the little pest, as 
they are not affected by the bite of the Tsetse, though 
it is certain ye to a domestic As ot The fly is 
almost exactly like a common gadfly in appearance, 
and would not be noticed: Such is one suggestion, 
among » thousond which have no more reason in 
‘thew.
