ACADIA COLLEGE ANNIVERSARY,
Accompanied by Rev. Messrs. Oady and McKenzie,
we left Saint John in the favorite steamer Empress,
on dendly. at balf-past five, A. a., en route for
Wolfville, to_attend the Oollege Anniversary. The

* @y was brilliant, old Fandy peaceful, and the trip

to Windsor in all respeets pleasant. We. arrived
about 2, r. u., a little too early to make the wharf;
and, therefore, had to_wait for the risiog tide.
there was no afternoon coach, we engaged a private
conveyance to take us over. The teams employed
were not of the first order; bat, nevertheless, they
brought us through in time to hear an admirable ora-
tion, delivered by Lewis Payzant, E«q., a graduate of
,Acadia, before the Alumni of the College. Univer-
sity Training was the theme of the orator. He brief-
ly sketclied the rise and progress of collegiste educa-
tion in the old and new world, shewing its connec-
tion with all the.elements of human development,
and dwelling especially upon the importance of affilia-
ted University training to the people of this country.
He would have the classics, the natural sciences, the-
ology, law and wedicine, ail associated in the same
University. He thought sach an Institution as the
country demanded should be in Halifax. But why
not affiliate in Wolfville as well as in Halifax? Was
Paradise itself more lovely in its pristine condition
than Wolfville in the month of June? And now
that it is to enjoy railroad facilities, we see no good
reason why it should not be made the centre of i+
tellectual culture for the Dominion. The Baptists of
the Maritime Provinces alone, are as able to-day, in
point of material wealtb, to establish a University
on the basis laid down in MrsPayzant's lecture,
as they were in 1828 to establish their one man
power Seminary.

But if we cannot have Mr. Payzant's affiliated Uni-
versity, let us, in the name of all that is sacred, bave
one of sefficient magnitude and strength to meet the
claims of our rising ministry and the intellectual ne-
cessities of our denomination.

THE ANNIVERSARY

was celebrated on Thursday. Al the surroundings
were favorable; the brightest day of the season, and
Wolfville smiling amid the dazzling radiance and
blushing beauties of the first month of summer. Not
only from the village, but from the adjacent districts,
the people assembled in large numbers, male and fe-
male, to do honor to Acadia. The procession formed
at Oollege Hill, under the guidance of James Morse,
Esq., one of the older graduates of the Institation.
First came the Professors, in their insigoia of office,
followed by the students, in their caps and gowns:
then the governors and supporters of the College.

At the hour appointed, the capacious Baptist cha-
pel of Wolfville was filled with a highly respectable
audience, and in the midst anxious fathers and de-
lighted mothers, who bad come a long distance to lis-
ten with parental pride and pleasure to the graduating
address of a loved son, around whom their fondest
hopes cluster.

The President of the College, Dr. Crawley, presi-
ded. The services opened with charming music uu-
der the leadership of Professor Spinney, of Wilmot.
This was followed with prayer by Rev. E. O. Cady,
A. M. ' Then came orations from the Under-graduales,
The Better Way—Hector E. Munro, Onslow ; Now
—E. Orawley Spinney, Wilmot ; Creation—John
Wallace, Wolfville. Musie. “ We Make thee, For

tune, a Goddess’—Lewis Hant, Cornwallis ; T%he
End Not Yet—Daniel Eaton, Cornwallis ; 7%e Prac-
tical—John F. Tufts, New Albaoy. Music. The

Agent or the Age—James W. Johnston, Wollville ;
The ‘Mediterranean—Herbert (. Messenger, Fal-
mouth. Music. Degrees Conferred. Prizes Distri-
buted. Music: ** National Anthem.” Benediction
by Rew. L E. Bill.

The orations were short but highly creditable both
to the heads and hearts of the young men wheo deliv-
ered them. Several of them indicated a state of mind
impressed with ideas appertaining to the Christian
ministry. At the close of the ceremonies the vener-
able President read an address to the young men,
who bad completed their course, mapping out their
probable future, and imparting to them most whole-
some advice and instructive and touching tdmom-]
tions. It was peculiarly impressive to see the vener<’
able man of more than three score years and ten ad-
dressing, it may be for the last time, those young
men of promise, who are so soon to launch forth up-
on life’s broad sea for themselves. May bis words of
matured experience and ripened wisdom find a per-
manent lodgment in these youthful hearts. The
President will kindly furnish us a copy of his address
for the Visitor.

Summer is here in all its glory. . An April, re-
markable for the absence of heavy rains, has been
succeeded by a May profuse in drenching showers,
with dlyﬂ, or hours, of delightful sunshine interven-
ing. . The result is to be seen in luxuriant grain
tields, waving meadows, and orchards glorious with
promise of the coming fruit, Should the weather
continue long as wet as it has been for the last few
weeks, the result may be less favourable for root
crops, though there is as yet little cause for alarm.
The bow of promise spans the horizon of the future,
and we look forward with confident hope to the har-
vest which is no less certain than the sced time.

Our sweet dream of peace and prosperity 1s some-
what disturbed by the prospect of another Fenian
raid. I suppose it is now tolerably certain that the
poor, misguided dupes across the border will make
anotlier attempt to reach Great Britain by way of
Canada in the course of a few weeks. The zreat fair
in Buffalo ie now in * full swing,” a8 our neighbours
say. Red-hot speeches are being uttered, the scanty
dollars of the poor servant-maids are being wheedled
into the treasury of the Irish Republic, and the work
oforganization, collecting sapplies, &c., &c., is said to
be going on. We simple-minded serfs are soothingly
patted on the shoulder and blandly told just to keep
quiet and no harm shall befall us. The magoani-
mous O’Neill means gs no harm ; in fact, has nething
against us. Only we have the misfortune to dwell in
the direct (Irish) route to the island home of the ty-
rant.  In other words the country we possess is
needed as a base of operations for a few weeks while
the little task of subduing Engiand is being performed.
Of course we cannot in reason refuse to be conciliated
by such flattering assurances from the illustrious
hero of Ridgeway, and shall throw open our bouses
for'the convenience of so refined and generous a band.

Seriously, it is woaderfal bow little effect is pro-
duced—I speak for the region in which I dwell—by
the prospect of the contemplated raid, which, it is ad-
mitted, might assumeé somewhat forwidable dimen-
sions, should the Amercan Govérnmeut fail in its
duty, which we do not anticipate. It is believed that
tbe wilitary prepar®tions on the part of the Canadian
Government are very complete. . Raw volunteers will
not be thrust to the froot, alone, as before. Active
service battalions, composed of regular troops and
volunteers, have been carefully organized, and will be
ready for marching at an hour’s notice, Meanwhile,
the Government is, no doubt, fully informed of all the
movements and “plans of the champions of Ireland.
Irishmen are, proverbially, 1 believe, poor conspira+
tors; at any rate, the Fenians in the United  State:

Deara or R, A. WeLbon, Esq.—Robert A Weldon,
Esq., late Of ‘the firm Alward & Weldon, one of our
most promising young Barristers, and an ¢exemplary
young man, was suddenly removed from our midst on
Sunday night, by the hand of that enemy who knows
no respect for age, condition or sex.. About ten days
ago Mr. W. was attacked by inflamwation of the
brwels, but the symptoms did not seem to be at all
dangerous; in fact till Sunday evening he was con-
sideréd to have wmastered the disease and to be gradu-
ally improving, when, unfortunately a complication
arose by the setting in of jaundice. Even with this
additional difficulty, bowever, 50 late as Suaday even-
ing at six o'clock he was considered by his medical
attendant—Dr. Walker—to be out of danger, and
was able to get out of bed.
